June Employment 
In State Sets 
New High For'46

At an estimated total of 3,- 
338,000, civilian employment in

high for 1946, with still further 
1 gains indicated fQr July and an 
outlook for continued rise 
through August and September.

This Is stated In the third 
mpnthly.,repj»t fl«,.ssiteatessMsS 
TdroSTsts of civilian employment 
submitted to Governor Earl 
Warren by the State Reconstruc­ 
tion and Reemployment Com­ 
mission. These monthly reports 
are prepared by the research 
staffs of the Commission, the 
State Department of Industrial 
Relations and Stats Department 
of Employment.

Other highlights of the re­ 
port are:

1. Every type of employment, 
except government work, In­ 
creased in June over the previ­ 
ous'month. The total Increase 
was 62,000.

2. Employment In September 
may reach a 1948 high of £,- 
663,000, almost equaling the war- 

peak of September, 1943.
3. An employment decline In

food processing. Continued high

work Is expected for that 
month.

4. Economic conditions nation­ 
ally are favorable to continued 
expansion of California business 
and Industry.

5. Unemployment In June, esti­ 
mated at 410.000 to 460,000 'per­ 
sons, was approximately the 
same as for May. The total In­ 
cludes unemployed veterans, do­ 
mestics, agricultural, rallrqad 
and other workers not covered

by unemployment Insurance. 
6. Unemployment Insurance 

claimants decreased from 184,- 
000 in May to 170,000 in June. 

7. No widespread distress from 
unemployment has been re­ 
ported. Thousands of jobs are 
still available in California for 
workers able to meet employ­ 
ers' requirements.

Non-citizen veterans of World 

Var II were warned by L. C. 
Chapman,- manager of Los An­ 
geles Veterans Administration 
regional office, of the short 
ime remaining in which they 

may apply for citizenship under 
the liberalized terms of the Sec­ 
ond War Powers Act.

"The Act which waives many 
of the usual restrictions and 
qualifications expires on De­ 
cember 31, 1946," Chapman said. 
A special effort Is being made 
by the VA to reach as many 
of these -veterans in Southern 
California as possible, Chapman 
fated.
Under Title in, section 701 

>f the act, any veteran who 
has served In' the military or 
naval forces of the United 
States during the present war 
may be naturalized without de- 
laration of Intention, certificate 
if arrival, educational tests, or 
ibillty to talk English, accord- 
ng to Chapman, and no fee 

will be charged.
These veterans must submit 

evidence of honorable service, 
ood character and must be at- 
ached' to the Constitution of the 

United States and "well dls- 
rased to the good order and 
mpplness of the United States," 
Chapman said In quoting from 
he Act.

Use Of DDT tor 
Lice. Flies On 
Chickens Urged

Why have lice or fleas on 
chickens, asks L. D. Sanborn, 
assistant farm advisor in Los 
Angeles County, when control Is 
so simple with 3 percent DDT 
dust?

Sanborn suggests a light dust 
ing of nests and floor litter as 
the easiest method .of applica­ 
tion. Birds on wire r or in bat­ 
tery laying coops should be In­ 
dividually. ' treated around, the 
neck and vent if lice or 'fleas 
are a problem.

  DDT will control lice* and fleas 
but not the chicken mite. For 
the latter, crankcase oil, car- 
bonllneum, or other similar ma­ 
terials should be painted on 
roosts" and surroundings.

Flies around chicken yards 
and houses can be controlled by 
spraying at monthly intervals 
with a water spray containing 
one pound of actual DDT to 100 
gallons of water. Wettable mix­ 
tures varying "from 20 to 50 
percent DDT can be obtained on 
the market. The higher concen­ 
trations are recommended as 
there will be less residue from 
Ime, talc, or other carrier. 

Either-DDT dust or-the water- 
wettable form are better than 
oil solutions* '.. ' ;

Specially trained to assist in 
the care of convalescent infan­ 
tile paralysis patients In the 
home, Miss Emma Richards, 
public health nurse from the 
Torrance health center will be 
available for such servie, Dr. 
H. C. Smiley, Torrance district 
health officer has announced, 
following a training course 
given Los Angeles county public 
health nurses.

When patients are discharged 
from hospitals, reports will be 
sent the local health center In 
order that Miss Richards may 
follow up with instructions and 
help In the care of the patient. 
.: There have been 15 victims of 
the disease in the Torrance 
health district, which includes 
the harbor, Bay District area.

The health officer again cau­ 
tioned against over-fatigue, es­ 
pecially during this epidemic, 
and pointed out that in case any 
member of the family should! 
have an unexplained fever, a | 
physician should be summoned   
immediately. '•
