SECTION VI. Application for 
Permit. Every person desiring 
to engage in or conduct buslncse 
as a. seller within the City of 
Torrance shall file with the City 
Clork an application for a per­ 
mit for each place of business 
Every application for a permit 
shall be made upon a form pro­ 
scribed by tho City Clerk and 
shall set forth the name under 
which the applicant transacts or 
intends to transact business, 'the 
location of his place or places 
of business and such other in 
formation as the City Clerk may 
require. Tho application shal 
be signed by the owner, if a na­ 
tural person; In the case of an 
association or partnership, by a 
member or partner; the case of 
a corporation, by an executive 
officer or some person specific­ 
ally authorized by the corpora­ 
tion to sign the application, to 
which shall be attached the writ­ 
ten evidence of his authority. 
-SECTION VII. Permit Fee. At 

the time, of making an applica­ 
tion- the applicant shall .pax to, 
fdS^Clty CWHc a'WrtflfC:'f*ei%r 
one dollar ($1.00) for each per­ 
mit. 

SECTION VIII. Issuance and 
Display of Permit. After com­ 
pliance with Sections -VI and VII 
of this ordinance, by the appli­ 
cant, the City Clerk shall grant 
and Issue to each applicant a 
separate permit for each place 
of business within the City of 
Torrance. A perinlt Is not as­ 
signable and Is valid only for 
the person in whose name it is 
Issued and for the4 transaction 
of business at the place desig­ 
nated therein; provided, hpw- 
ever, a change" of location may 
be endorsed upon the permit by 
the City Clerk upon payment of 
a fee of one dollar ($1.00). The 
permit shall at all times be 
conspicuously displayed at the 
place' for which issued. 

SECTION ,IX. Revocation of 
Permit. Whenever any person 
fails to comply with any of the 
provisions of this ordinance or 
any rule or regulation adopted 
pursuant hereto, the City Coun­ 
cil of the City of Torrance, upon 
hearing, after giving the person 
ten days notice in writing, speci­ 
fying the time and place of 
hearing and requiring him to 
show cause why his permit or 
permits should not be, revoked, 
may revoke or suspend any one 
or more of the permits held by 
the person. The notice may be 
served personally or by- mail in 
the manner, prescribed for the 
service of notice of a' deficiency 
determination under the "Sales 
and Use Tax Law." The City 
Clerk shall, not issue a new per­ 
mit after the revocation of a 
permit unless the City Council 
of the City of Torrance Is satis­ 
fied- that the former holder of 
a permit will comply with tho 
provisions of this ordinance and 
the rules and regulations 
adopted pursuant hereto and di­ 
rects the City Clerk to issue 
such permit. 

SECTION X. Renewal of Per­ 
mit A seller whose permit has 
been previously suspended or re­ 
voked, shall pay the City Clerk 
a fee of one dollar ($1.00) for 
the renewal or Issuance of a 
permit. 

Section XI. Unlawful Acts. A 
person who engages in. business 
as a seller in t!ie City of Tor­ 
rance without a permit or per­ 
mits, or after a permit has been 
suspended or revoked .and be­ 
fore the ro/icwul or Issuance of 
a permit, and each officer of 
any corporation which so en­ 
gages in business, is guilty of 
a misdemeanor. 

SECTION XII. Due Date. The 
taxes imposed by this ordinance 
are due and payable to the City 
Clerk on or before the fifteenth 
day of the month next succeed­ 
ing each quarterly period, the 
first quarterly payment to be 
due and payable under this or­ 
dinance on the 15th ' day of 
March, 1947. 

The City Clerk, for good 
cause, may extend for not more 
than 30 days the time for mak­ 
ing any return or paying any 
sum required to be paid here- 
under. The extension may be 
granted at any time provided a 
written request therefor U filed 
with the City Clerk prior to the 
delinquency date. 

All taxes payable monthly and | 
all taxes payable quarterly here- 1 
under shall be deemed delin : 
quent if not paid on or before ' 
he close of business on the last 

day of the month following the 
monthly or quarterly period for 
which the tax Is payable. Taxes 
payable hereunder for periods , 
rthcr than monthly or quarterly 
periods shall be deemed delin 
Hem at the times designated by 
he City Clerk in hii> rules and ; 
regulations. Whenever any tax ; 
 wjuinxl to be paid by this or 
inaneo is not paid on or before 
he date on which it becomes 
elinquent. a penalty of 10% of 
he amount due shall bo imposed c 
ind an additional penalty of 6% i

"Public Notices"
of the orlglrlal tax shall be 
added at the close of business 
on the last day of each calen­ 
dar month thereafter. Every 

{penalty shall become a part of 
the tax Imposed by this ordi- 

J nance. In no cose, however, shall 
the total penalty exceed 50% of 
the original tax. 

SECTION XIII. Reimburse­ 
ment. The tax hereby Imposed 
shall be collected by the retailer 
from the consumer insofar as it 
can be done. 

SECTION XIV. Unlawful Ad­ 
vertising. It Is unlawful for any 
retailer to advertise or hold out 
or state to the public or to any 
customer, directly or indirectly, 
that "the tax or any part thereof 
will be assumed or absorbed by 
the retailer or that It will not 
be added to the selling price of 
the property sold, or that, if 
added, It or any part thereof 
will be refunded. Any person 
violating any provision of this 
section is guilty of a misdemea­ 
nor. 

SECTION XV. Suit for Tax. 
All taxes hereby levied shall be 
payable to the City Clerk and 
any civil suit for the collection 
thereof may be filed in any 
court of competent jurisdiction 
m the State of California, and 
the City Attorney of said city 
Sbattprosecute the action. 
£. Jfc^toN- XVI, Itesate-tiferidrl.' 
cate. The City Clerk may at his 
option, accept a State of Cali­ 
fornia Resale Certificate as evi­ 
dence that any sale is not a 
s%le at retail, or he may in his 
discretion require an affidavit 
from the seller, setting forth 
such information respecting such 
sale as he deems necessary to 
determine the nature of such 

 sale. 
SECTION XVII. Disposition of 

Proceeds. All monies collected 
under and pursuant to the pro­ 
visions of this ordinance shall 
be deposited and paid into the 
General Fund of the City of 
Torrance. 

SECTION XVIII. Divulging of 
Information Forbidden. It is un­ 
lawful for any officer or em­ 
ployee of the City of Torrance 
having an administrative duty 
under this ordinance to make 
Jknown in any manner whatso­ 
ever the business affairs, opera­ 
tions, or information obtained 
by an investigation of records 
and equipment of arty retailer 
or any other person visited or 
examined in the discharge of 
official duty, or the amount or 
source of income, profits, losses, 
expenditures, or any particular 
thereof, set forth or disclosed in 
any return, or to. permit any 
return or copy thereof or. any 
book containing any abstract or 
particulars thereof to be -seen 
or examined by any person. 
However, the City Council may, 
by resolution, authorize exam­ 
ination of the returns by Fed­ 
eral or State officers or em-

of -this or any other city if a 
reciprocal arrangement exists. 
Successors, receivers, trustees, 
executors, administrators, as­ 
signees, and guarantors, if di­ 
rectly Interested, may be given 
Information as to the items in­ 
cluded in the .measure and 
amounts of any unpaid tax or 
amounts of tax required to bo 
collected, Interest and penal­ 
ties. | 

SECTION XIX. Penalties. Any 
person required to make, render, 
sign or verify any report under 
the provisions of this ordinance, 
who makes any false or fraudu­ 
lent return, with Intent to de­ 
feat or evade the determination 
af an amount due and required
