Turkey Prices 
To Be Lower 
This Season

Housewives do not need to be 
apprehensive over the price or 
the availability of turkey for 
the Thanksgiving fest, a govern­ 
ment expert revealed.

"The Calfornia -crop is just 
about normal," said L. B. San 
born, assistant county farm ad 
vlser, "and In addition there Is 
a large holdover of cold storage 
turkey. The cold storage hold 
over^as dropped from 135,000,- 
000 pounds in February to 47,- 
000,000 pounds In October, but 
that still Is a lot of turkey. 
Counting both storage and live 
birds, there seems to be about 
4',4 pounds available for each 
person."

Sanborn called attention to 
the fact that since the lifting of 
red meat controls the price' of 
turkey meat has dropped even 
more than that of chicken. 
Dressed torn turkey was selling 
in Los Angeles for 38-45 cents a 
pound to retailers.

Dealers look for a possible 
retail price of 34 , cents before 
Thanksgiving day.
