State Aid For Child Care Centers
Assemblymen Vincent Thomas* thcr's. income is extremely low,

and Glenn M. Anderson are 
spearheading the move to keep 
child care centers in harbor dis­

with state funds, it has been 
revealed this week.

Anderson reported on one con 
ter in this area declaring that 
his Investigation had proved the 
jenters still are badly needed.

"In two centers I have found 
that the percentage where moth­ 
ers are the sole support of child­ 
ren is very high," Anderson 
said, "and It is my opinion that 
the centers should stay open."

Assemblyman Thomas has e* 
pressed similar views.

Anderson, who' represents the 
South Bay cities, Inglewood and 
Hawthorne, in the 46th Assem­ 
bly district, continued:

"There seems to be some mis­ 
conception on the part of a few

need of child care centers, and 
also as to whether these cen­ 
ters actually provide "a service 
for the community.

"A communication that I re­ 
ceived from the Child Care cen­ 
ter in Hawthorne I believe exem­ 
plifies the condition that exists 
throughout the state in regard 
to the need of these centers.

"In the Hawthorne Center there 
ate one hundred and eleven 
children enrolled. The following 
s a breakdown of the status 

of1 the parents of these child-
n:
"In 22 cases the rrfother is 

the sole support of the child.
"In 19 of the cases the father 

s a G.I., mailing use* of the 
educational provisions of the GI 
Bill. It Is obvious that -a fam- : 
ily cannot live oh the $90 al­ 
lowed by the Federal govern 
ment under this act, and if the 
father is to continue his edu­ 
cation, the mother must work.

"In 4{% of the cases, the fa-

and the mother is working to 
maintain a minimum standard 
of living. With the increasing 
costs that are confronting these 
people with a low income, it 
becomes difficult to maintain 
the standard of living that this 
nation desires, even when both 
husband and wife work.

"In 18 of these cases, the com­ 
bined income of both parents is 
over $200 a month, but the 
number of dependents, or fam­ 
ily circumstances, necessitate the 
mother working.

"Five of the mothers had re­ 
turned to teaching due to the 
crucial teacher shortage. Two 
mothers had returned to nurs­ 
ing because of the present nurse 
shortage. In these last two 
groups, it is not the parent who 
necessarily benefits by the use 
of the centers as much as it 
is of benefit to the community.

"I have visited child care cen­ 
ters in Inglewood, Wcstchester, 
Manhattan Beach and several 
others, and in every Instance 1 
find the economic condition of 
the parent or parents to be very 
similar to these cases from 
Hawthorne."
