Boy Scout Week To Be Observed 
Through Nation February 7 to 13

The' Boy Scouts of Amerlca.-KBoy Scouts of America at the
now numbering 1,980,000, will 
observe the 37th anniversary of 
the organization during Boy 
Scout Week, opening Friday Feb. 
7 and closing Thursday Feb. 13.

It is the nation's largest 
birthday celebration among 
young citizens and will be ob­ 
served in every city, town, vil­ 
lage and hamlet.

The theme of the observance 
is "Scouts of the World Build­ 
ing for Tomorrow." Through the 
World Friendship Fund of vol­ 
untary gifts established two 
years ago by the Boy Scouts of

second World Jamboree at Co­ 
penhagen, Denmark in 1924 when 
6,000 Scouts camped together.

The "coming of age" of Scout­ 
ing in 1929 was the occasion for 
the third and largest World 
Jamboree which brought 60,000 
Scouts . together from 73 lands 
to camp at Arrowe Park, Bir- 
kenhead, England. The Ameri­ 
can delegation numbered 1,300. 
The fourth jamboree saw 402 
American Scouts camping -with 
21,000 Scouts and leaders at Go- 
dollo, Hungary. Holland was 
host in 1937 to the fifth gather-

To give the most helpful i 
sistance within their capaci 
the Boy Scouts of America ha 
dealt only with Scout officla 
overseas recognized by the 
let-national Bureau in Londo 
Already 119 shipments of Sco 
literature, equipment, ofHce su 
piles and other Scouting ma 
rials have been sent to 32 cou 
tries.

The National Council of t 
Boy Scouts endorses the wo 
of the World Friendship fun 
in a resolution which says 
part:

"Scooting has always been a 
active force in promoting belt 
understanding and mutual goo 
will among the nations, and w 
be a stronger and more powc 
ful influence than ever in pt 
moting world peace.,

"The Boy Scouts of Amerii 
are eager t(?--he)p Scouts abroa 
rebuild Scouting and have-estal 
lished .the World Frlendshl 
fund for this purpose. Evcryon 
connecter! with Scouting and e' 
ery friend of Scouting has 
opportunity through this fun 
to have a share in the program 
The National Council is hopefl 
that the various World Frienc 
ship projects may become bot 
a source of support, and en 
couragement to Scouts abroa 
and an incentive to Scouts 1 
this country."

The Fund has made poss.lbl 
the purchase of 150,000 "Inter 
national Badges of Scouting" fo 
use by boys who have no othe 
means of identifying themselve 
as Scouts. Nearly one-quarte 
of the contributed funds ha 
gone for the purchase of un 
form cloth and tents.

In addition to large shipments 
of handbooks for use by Bo. 
Scouts and adult leaders ovei 
seas the Boy Scouts of America 
plans to print literature for th 
Boy Scouts of Korea and Ital. 
in their native languages anc 
with their own illustrations, us 
ing the photo-offset process 
printing.

As part of the observance 
Boy Scout Week, countless wil 
make additional contributions to 
the World Friendship Fund 
Some will raise funds through 
their own neighborhood Scou 
shows. Others will contribute 
troop dues for February.

The anniversary theme wil 
color the organization's major 
activities throughout 1847 with 
the Sixth World Jamboree as 
the prime dramatic event in 
World. Scouting. The World 
Jamboree will be held next 
August 9 to 21 on a large es­ 
tate at Molsson 'on the river 
Seine, about 60 miles from Pa­ 
ris.

France was to have been host 
to the World Jamboree in 1941, 
but the war made that gather­ 
ing an impossibility. The Inter­ 
national Scout Committee, how­ 
ever, agreed that the great con­ 
clave of boys from many na­ 
tions should be held in France 
as soon as feasible after the 
war had ended.

Plans for the jamboree are 
designed to bring about a na­ 
tural and happy Intermingling 
of Scouts of many lands. Scouts 
and their adult leaders will live 
in 15 sub-camps each with 2,000 
campers. In each sub-camp will 
be 1,350 foreign Scouts and '650 
French Scouts. Each visiting 
jamboree troop will have at­ 
tached to It a French Scout as 
interpreter.
' The first World Scout Jam­ 
boree was held in London In 
1920. The 18,000 Scouts from 
all over the world, including 
357 from the United States, ac­ 
claimed the late Lord Robert 
Baden-Powell as "Chief Scout of 
the World." A special troop of I 
56 picked Scouts represented the)

000 Scouts including 814 from 
the United States.

Lord Baden-Powell, interviewed 
at Washington twenty years ago, 
said:

'The world will never wipe 
out war until it teaches inter­ 
national friendship to its child­ 
ren. Until this takes place all 
the disarmament conferences 
and Leagues of Nations in the 
world cannot bring about peace. 
Every four years . we Scouts 
hold an international jamboree,
fhen the boys from every coun­ 

try get together, rub shoulders 
and find out that they arc all 
built about like the other fel­ 
low. This I think is one of the 
most important things we do."

Bureau" «in London reports a 
world membership of 4,413,139 
n 51 nations, estimated as of 

October 1946.
A special effort is being made 

during February to obtain Scout j

lips. This Is a. hard thing to 
say but it was nevertheless true. 

The one thing that held every­ 
body in suspense was the first 
landing. "Would the test pilot 
'over1 shoot or 'under' shoot the 
field?" was the paramount ques­ 
tion in everybody's mind. When 
the pilot would glide in care­ 
fully with just enough speed, 
level off at the right time and
nake a perfect three-point land­ 

ing, the surprise of the pilot's 
ability to expertly handle his 
new craft was written plainly on 
the face of all the spectators. 
His secret of determining the 
proper speed for safe handling 
was never guessed by them, nor, 
revealed by the pilot as it was 
one of his many tricks of his 
trade.

There was no magic in the an­ 
swer. It was ' simply the. trick 
of watching the air speed indi­ 
cator at the moment of take-off 
when the craft became airborne. 
Whatever speed was Indicated 
was its minimum flying speed 
thereafter, and, as long as the 
pilot kept the craft flying at 
that minimum speed or greater 
he was safe In the air.

Once the craft reached a safe 
altitude the very first thing thai 
the test pilot would do was to 
ease back the throttle in level 
flight to determine the slowest 
speed and least amount of power 
required to hold the .altitude 
at which the test was being' 
made without losing any. This

Next the throttle would be 

opened to develop full power 
from the engine. Slowly the nose 
would be lifted until the craft's 
nose was pointing upward at a 
dangerous angle. When a full 
stall was approached with power 
on, the airspeed was read for 
stalling speed. This usually 
would .be slightly less than that 
shown In level flight with pow­ 
er off.

Determining the stall speed 
was usually followed with 'the 
movement of pulling the control 
stick or wheel all the way back 
to produce a complete stall, 
holding it there while the nose 
dipped sharply in an effort to 
regain its flying speed, noting 
the loss of altitude and the 
craft's Inherent desire to attain 
level flight. Each complete up 
and down movement was called 
an oscillation. A normal airplane 
usually recovered normal flight 
in not more than five such 
oscillations. .

And that was the test pilot's 
secret for discovering a new 
model's proper stalling and glid­ 
ing speed.
