The cost to the averager renter 
here, who has a voice on the 
bond issue but pays nothing 
toward retirement of the bonds, 
while enjoying the protection of 
the fire and police depart­ 
ments, will be nil.

In breaking down the cost of 
the new central fire station and 
renovation of the abandoned 
building into police and court 
quarters, tax experts offered 
the following figures for the 
consideration of the man who 
has the final voice in .the mat­ 
ter, the voter.

Torrance has an assessed 
valuation of $30,000,000.

It has a bonded Indebted­ 
ness of less than $30,000, ap­ 
proximately one percent.

Approximately 85 percent of 
the taxes of Torrance are paid 
by Industry, and Industry has 
endorsed the bond issue for 
Its share of the cost.

The remaining 1R percent Is 
split among the residential 
property owners of the city, 
and when broken down to a 
point of Interest and retire­ 
ment of the bonds, the cost 
Is only 54 cents per home per 
year.

Since all this Is taxed only 
to the owners of real prop­ 
erty, the man with a wife 
and family or the Individual 
who rents and owns no prop­ 
erty, but at the same time 
has a vote on the question of 
the approval or rejection of 
the bond Issue gets all the 
fire and police protection In­ 
volved in the bond Issue at 
absolutely no cost. 
Speaking of this fact, Mayor 

J. Hugh Sherfey Jr. declared
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that the 
police pr

cost of the fire and 
Jtectlon offered in tht

bond issue la of such little con­ 
sequence to the average voter 
that the bonds should be ap­ 
proved by a 100 percent vote.

"There should be no oppqs|. 
tlon to this bond Issue," Mayor 
Sherfey said.

"We all realise the value of 
adequate fire and police pro­ 
tection, and there Is not a 
man nor woman In Torrano* 
who would not spend many 
times the amount of the cost 
of this bond Issue to protect 
his own from the ravages of 
fire or crime.

"It seems to me, as mayor 
of the city and as an owner 
of substantial property here, 
that the building of this fire 
station and the renovation of 
the condemned station Into 
police and court headquarters 
Is of such great Importance 
to the health and safety of 
every man, woman and child 
In the community that no 
voter wo«ld risk raising his 
voice against the $186,000 
bond issue. The cost Is tri­ 
vial, and It will be saved 
many times over In lower In­ 
surance and more adequate
