Group 3 and 4
stores (chain and large indepen-
dents) will continue to compute
their own ceiling prices on the
basis of cost of acquisition plus
percentage mark-ups, but in no
case may they exceed the ceil-
ings established for Group 1
and 2 stores in their same area.
