 Convention Is

Slated In 1948

Assembly Bill 1202 by Assem-

According to Arthur Ohnimus,
chief clerk of the California
State Assembly, this is the first
bill in California history carry-
ing the signature of every one
of the state’s assemblymen.

mitted to the voters at the next
generai election,

‘““I'he reasons are clear,” said
Asseinblyman  Robertson, “Our
present state constitution was
adopted in 1879, It consists of
220 pages as compared with the
federal constitution of 16 pages
of the same size, and mostly a
compendium of petty statutes
and .laws, many of which are
now outdated and antiquated,
and many of which have Been
declared unconstitutional under
the federal constitution.

“For instance, one provision
is. that no Chinaman ‘may be
employed by any corporation. in
California.

“Many of its plovnslon: pre-
vent and do not aid in modern
efficient government. This in-
cfficiency is proved by the fact
that in this 1947 session of the
Legislature have been introduced
54 bills for constitutional amend-
ments to be voted by the peo-
ple, while the federal constitu-
tion has been amended but 21
times in the 160 years :since it
was first adopted in 1787, and
none since 1933.

State lllsalnllty
Insurance Plan
Six Months Old

The new State of California
Disability Insurance program on
May 31 completed its sixth
month of - assistance to wage
earpers in California who are
unable to work because of a non-
industrial illness or injury.

As evidence of the help given
to workers in the Torrance and
South Bay area a total of $109,
900 has been paid out during
this period to over 1,021 workers
unable to earn their regular
wages - because of a disability,
either mental or physical. The
Long Beach office, which covers
Los Angeles County as far north
as Slauson avenue and all of
Orange County, paid over $700,-
000 during this six-month period.

A worker needs assistance most
at the time he is unable to work
because of an illness, and it was
in recognition of this need that
the California State Legislature
placed this program into effect
on December 1, 1946, Mr, Hetzel,
manager of the Long Beach Dis-
ability Insurance office stated
today.

To qualify for disability insur-
ance, the claimant must have
least $300 in employment sub-
Ject to the Unemployment. Insur-
ance Act during his base period,
must file a claim for benefits,
supported by a physician’s cer-
tificate verifying the disability,
and must serve a seven day wait-
ing period for euch period of dis-
ability.

“I should like to speak to you
here today as an American- cit-
izen rather than as -a Naval of-
ficer,” he said. “I would speak
to you as a father of two young
Americans who hope$ with all
his heart that his children and
his children’s children will not

ave to endure what we have
just been Jthrough. In nl{ truth,
I must state that at this time
I am not optimistic as to their
chances of escaping it.

“Less than two years have
passed since hostilities ceased,
but again we have placed our-
selves in a position where our
voice is weakened in the Coun-
cil of Nations.

“By a hasty demobilization
we have stripped ourselves of
the strength that would have

lent authority to our emissa-
ries abroad and to our princi-
ples—the strength of a military
power not only able to resist
aggression, but by its very
existence, to influence peaceful
procedures everywhere,

“Most Amcricans realize that
in the world today there still
are forces which would deprive
individuals and nations of the
freedom wheh is rightfully
theirs. These forces which are
opposed to virtually every ideal
we hold dear, are aware of their
own power and are opposing our
wedkness at every turn,

“It is altogether apprdpriate
therefore that on this day set
aside to revere the memory of
those who gave their lives® for
the p ervation of our way of
life we should' take stock of the
future of this beloved land of
ours and dedicate ourselves for-
ever to the fulfillment of our
pledges to them and to the world.
The forces that refuse to let
freedom reign in the world will
never respect an America too
weak to defend both herself and
the principles she advocates.
Hence if we are to assume the
role of a leader and protector
among nations, we must be pre-
pared to keep in check those
forces which threaten our small
brother nations.”

Proper and = sufficient . milk
handling equipment and its care'
as well as clean cows, are also
essential to the production of a
clean milk supply. It is neces-
sary for the dairy and milk in-
spector to determine that the
dairy is supplied with efficient
cooling equipment, and to se¢e
that - satisfactory equipment  is
used with which to sterilize all
milk machinery and conmiucrs'
each time they are used.

Inspection -at the milk and
dairy products manufacturing °
plants cover all operations from
receiving platforms through ai
of the pasteurization and other
processing to the finished pro-
duct, Milk deliveries originating
in communitics outside of Los
Angeles county must meet re
quired - sanitation regulationg.

teurizing process.

Samples are collected periodi-
cally of both the raw and pas-’
teurized milk. Both bacteriolo-
gical and chemical tests are con-
ducted by the Los Angcles
county health department labo-
ratories on these samples. Sedi-
ment tests are routinely made
for cleanliness of tne product
as well as phosphotace tests on
pasteu d milk , to 4 rtain
the efficiency of pastcurization.

Other tests include sterility
tests of containers, alkalinity
and caustic tests of washing so-
lutions, tests for concentiations
of chlorine, where used for ster-
ilization of equipment or con-
tainers.

It is a never ending program
and the Los Anggles county
health department sanitarians
are constantly striving to im-
prove the quality of public milk
supplies,
