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People of this world arc al­ 

ways socking some record trying 
to have the biggest of this, or 
the smallest of that, or the most 
of something else. Maybe we 
have another record. .While no 
body has counted the aphids 
either this year or any other 
year, the number that are on 
(everything this year might well 
constitute a record

Record or no record, they are 
. a menace to tlw; health of all 
the plants. In addition-to their 
direct damage, they carry some 
diseases. That makes the im­ 
portance of getting rid of them 
even gre'atct.

The best control for aphids is 
nicotine sulphate, better known 
as Black Leaf 40. It is scarce 
4nd impossible to get in large 
quantities for commercial use, 
but manufacturers arc putting 
up small bottles containing one 
tp four ounces for retail sale. 
They are on drug1 stores and 
nursery supply shelves quite 
generally.

One teaspoonful of nicotine 
sulphate, or Black Leaf 40, to 
a gallon of water (1-8001 plus 
a little soap or one of the deter-.! 
gents i soapless soaps) wil) make 
a spray that will kill most aph- 
ids. Some of the very large 
kinds, particularly when they 
Bro fully mature, may need a 
1-600 use one and one-half tea 
spoonfuls to a gallon.

irhere are other materials 
which are not as effective as 
nicotine sulphate, but which if 
used when the aphids are small 
will do a good job. Probably 
the best substitutes are rote- 
none or pyrethrum. DOT will 
kill some aphids. but it also will 
kill the-insects that eat_ aphids. 
Therefore, when the aphids come 
back for a second attack the 
field is wide open and they 
really go to town. For this rea­ 
son DOT is not satisfactory.

AH these materials are effec- 
. tlve in dust form. Therefore, If 

you can find the dusts and have 
a good duster, they're o.k.

The secret of control is not 
only to have the right mate­ 
rial, but to apply it throughly. 
Because aphids are sucking, in­ 
sects, the spray or dust has to 
actually hit them. Do a good 
Job when you apply the mate­ 
rial. It is particularly impor 
tant to kill the winged aphids 
They are the "stem mothers" 
ami are flying in large numbers 
now. You may have to spray 
oner: a week because a new crop 
wlil come right in and take 
over.

Last Units Of 
State Guard 
Inactivated

Thi' lasi remaining units of 
California's wartime State Guard 
were mustered out of the state 
service on May 31, Brig. Gen­ 
eral Curtis D. O'SulIivan, adju­ 
tant general of California, an­ 
nounced.

Final units mustered out 
were the 1st and 7th battalions, 
39th irgiment, and the 1st bat­ 
talion, 39th regiment, all of them 
organized in Los Angeles.

Disbandment of the State 
Guard marks the end of five and 
a half years service by thou­ 
sands of Californlans who wore 
the uniform of the state's war­ 
time military force. At its peak 
strength in 1942 the California 
State Guard totaled 16,000 offi­ 
cers and men.

The 1 State Guaid was officially 
organized on January 2, 1941, 
after the first units of the Cali­ 
fornia National Guard were 
called to active federal duty. The 
California National Guard after 
combat, in both the Pacific and 
European theaters was returned 
to state control last year and 
has now activated nearly 200 
units In communities throughout 
the state.

Units of the 2nd Battalion, 
39th Regiment, were mustered 
out March 31. Company H, Tor- 
ranee, then commanded by Maj. 
R. L. Lewellen, assistant execu­ 
tive officer of the 878th Combat 
Engineers, California National 
Guard, was mustered out at that 
time.
