Give plenty of water, and 
hey'll grow in a hurry. 

With careful handling of the I 
seedbed, it is possible to start 
carrots and beets, and, of course,

By late August you can start 
iroccoli and cabbage plants.

Cite Amendment
To Quarantine Of
MusseU As Food

An amendment to the existing 
mussel quarantine order piovid- 
ing that mussels which are to 
he used as fish bait be made un­ 
fit for food purposes by bi'inH 
broken open and placed in a 
50 percent saturated solution of 
common table salt or a two to 
four percent section of formal­ 
dehyde, was announced by the 
State Board ol Public Health. 

The new regulation amplifies 
reference to processing for fish 
baits in the original quarantine 
order of May 1. 

All other aspect*; of Uic mus 
sel quarantine order banning thi 
gathering of mussels for food 
purposes from all ocean and bay 
waters of California remains in 
effect. 

Mussels to be used for fish 
bait must, in addition to being 
processed in salt or formalde 
hyde solutions, be placed n i 
container which is labeled In 
easily read letters, "For Fisfc 
Bait Only Unfit 'for Human Con 
sumption."
