In the complaint
Gardiner, Mosher, Stanton and
Hughes allege that ‘“each” is a
member and officer of group 8
of the California Wing of the
Civil Air ‘Patrol.

tion of Plaintiffs Gardiner,
Mosher, Stanton nor Hughes as
present or past members of the
Civil Air Patrol. . Colonel Ryan
also Said that Group 3 of the
C.A.P. was inactivated and
squadrons dispersed to other
groups when preliminary efforts
to obtain a lease from the gov-
ernment collapsed.
