ON DAIRY HERDS
BRINGS WARNING

Los Angeles county dairymen
are warned by Earl Maharg, as-
sistant farm advisor, against
treating all animals in a dairy
herd with penicillin for mastitis
control without first having the
animals tested.

Maharg says wrong use of
penicillin can resuit in the sur-
vival of some of the bacteria
causing mastftis and that the
surviving organisms may build
up an immunity to the drug. In
the mean time all symptoms may
have disappeared in the cow.
Later the bacteria may flare up
again and then could be resistant
to penicillin.
