Spalding discussed the origin
and growth of management from
the industrial revolution to the
present time. It was brought out
that as the need for leaders grew
and changed in industry, the
schools also changed the content
and method of teaching man-
agement subjects.

In a survey,of more than a
hundred employers employing
two' million persons, including
forty thousand engineers, these
findings were made: Personality
is the most important single re-
quirement to the employer. Next
in importance is the scholastic
record. The next two, in order,
are experience and the indicated
cooperativeness of the individual.
Dr. DuBridge then brought out
the fact that Cal-Tech can accept
only ten percent of its applicants
and judgment and care must be
taken to select those qualified
students.
