vhere each pound of steel used 
to construct steel facilities meant 
a pound less for the needs of 
some customer.

"New construction Ig still 
going 'on. For example, we will 
add, and by that I mean ac­ 
tually get Into operation dur­ 
ing 1949, about. 600,000 tons of 
additional Ingot capacity. We 
expect to spend over 250,000,- 
000 dollars for plant and equip­ 
ment In 1949, and $30,000,000 
of this to enlarge our Tor- 
ranee mill, the U.,S. Steel chief 
added.
