'H0USEBREAKING' IM ON

The Ton-unco "lioiisehreiildnj,'" ordhifrs recently approved 
Ivy the City Council for tho first rendlnf t»ns rescinded by the 
< ounoll, Dec. 23.

The motion to rescind was offered l>> Ouncllmnn (. M. fill- 
bort, and Mayor .1. Hugh Shorfey, ,)r.. liJnedlntely after Un­ 

vote, asked City Attorney C
Douglas Smith for an opiniot
on tho ordinance which wouk
havo permitted police to enlei
a house and arrest any person
accused of intoxication to the
"annoyance" of any other
son inside or out. 

In tho City Council chamboi
were citizens awaiting an oppor­ 
tunity to protest tho issue
headed by Ooieo W. Downing
Tho ordinance was in violation
of tho Fourth Amendment to
tho United States Constitution
they assorted.

"I recommend that this or­ 
dinance he dropped," City At­ 
torney Smith said In conclud­
ing his remarks In which he 
expressed amazement at the 
fact that thn I.os /Varies Ciiy 
has mult an\ordinance. 
Smith doclaVod that the pro­ 

posed Torranw ordinance had 
boon misinterpreted and said 
(hat "careful 'reading shows 
that tho provisions of tho ordi­ 
nance are not ^different from 
those already tttovidod in the 
general laws," th\s showing the 
nood for tl.o ordVianco did not 
exist ns claimed', by Chief of 
Police John Strohyn urging its 
adoption. i

"Tho alleged Vannoyanco'," 
Smith said, "must *> committed 
In tho presence omho officer, 
and this ordinances servos no 
(rood purpose- olhot-Vt.han what 
tho If;w provides nlrfcdy."

I abuse on the part of n>r mute 
 unless the wife slgnga com­ 
plaint before a magltt|ate. 
Ho had told the CotiiiH this

Whether or not, with Vile of 

intoxicating liouor boinl it-gal 
under tho Constltutiol the 
Council can legislate as V its 
c( iisiimption in a private lomo 
was not revealed in tholpitv 
Attorney's opinion- but I is 
claimed that this would hoi mi 
constitutional in itself. I

It was the contention oflttie 
attorney that tho "annoA'd" 
poison still woulrt have to Itm 
n complaint, under tenrta .41 
ordinance before an arrest could 
be made unless tho offons-e 
wore committed in tho presence 
of tho officer. However, this 
was not tho expressed inteivion 
of the ordinance in the eye- of 
tdoso offering the now ki led 
law.

Service will start on Jan. 10, 

and tho site for which ncgotla 
lions, on a temporary basis, nov 
are under way Is on Columbia 
Steel Co. land west of Wostorr
 ivenue and north of Torraneo 
boulevard.

Letters have boon dispatched 
t.o the main office of Columbia 
Steel in Sa'.i Francisco asking 
tor tempoiary use of the site 
which is but a few minutes 
from tho postoffice.

According to C. M. Bolinn 
president of Los Angeles Air 
ways, which has the contract 
with the postoffice department 
for pickup and delivery of ait 
mail by helicopter, the Sikorsky 
typo of equipment is being used, 
ind pickups and deliveries will 
be made early mornings and 
late afternoons for tho present.

An of foi t will bo made to 
have air mail arriving early 
morning at Los Angeles Mu- 
ilcipal Airport dispatched so 
that the carriers may deliver it 
in Torrance on tho first do- 
ivory.

Other harbor aioa cities will 
10 served on the route which is 
>roving a success from the 
loint of service, but not finan­ 
cially. He said that the post- 
office, department will pay only 
the actual expenses, and that 
MO profit can be made until tho 
"xporlmontal stage Is over and 
his company can start carrying 
passengers and express.

PERMANENT MANAGER OF 
CITY BUS DEPARTMENT

William Mui'ih'-y has boon appointed permanent manager of 
the Torraneo Municipal Bus Linos by the C'ity Council- and the 
City fathers in making the appointment filled the last remain­ 
ing of a series of vacant offices caused, by resignations in 
recent months. *

Murphny will receive $350 per 
month, with a taiso to $400 in 
six months, and he will got j 
$35 per month for use of his 
car.

Two Civil Service examina­ 
tions were held to fill tho post 
of managing the $150,000-a-yoar 
business for tho City. Tho first 
one was limited to Torrmiei- 
men, including several drivers 
and none passed.

Before the second examina 
tion the City Council gave tin 
Civil Service Board of Examin 
ers the right to waive residonci 
requirements providing no Toi 
ranee men are sue.cessiul it 
passing the test.

This permitted Murphoy, whi 
lives in West Los Angeles, ti 
take tho test, and ho passed 
high. He stated he intends to 
move to Torrance as soon as he 
can find a house.

Murphoy has boon managing 
the bus lines for more than a 
year since tho resignation of C. 
Z. Ward who organized the 
lines.

Murphey has boon reorganiz­ 
ing tho linos and expanding 
soi vice to provide transporta­ 
tion to all sections of tho city. 
Recently ho inaugurated the 
Long Beach-Hawthorne lino.

The other offices which had 
boon vacant are those of City 
Attorney, vacated by tho resig­ 
nation of City Judge Otto B. 
Willott. who succeeded Justice 
of tho Peace John A. Shtdlor to 
tho City Court bench. C. Doug­ 
las Smith is the new City At­ 
torney.

Tho other was that of City 
Engineer, vacated by resigna­ 
tion of Olenn M. Jain, who is 
City Engineer of Redwood City. 
George W. Slovens, chief admin­ 
istrator arid engineer at Culver 
7ity, will take over this post 
ot-i Jan. 1. combining the office 
with that of administrator for 
the City of Torraneo.
