Personalities of the
world are HEthel
Rae Robertson who, through
concerts, radio and Columbia
recordings have popularized
two-piano music throughout the
country. Reasons for their pre-
eminence in their field will be
obvious whens they give one of
their recitals tomorrow night at
8:156 p.m. in the High School au-
ditorium, ;

The concert is the firgt of
the Torrance Community Con-
certs Association, Ine.

Bthel Bartlett was born on
the edge of Epping Forest, in
the County of HEssex, England.
At 10 she was taken to London,
where she grew up. Both her
parents were amateur musicians
and sang .dn choirs, Her sister
also sang  and her brother
played both piano and violin
but only Ethel took up music
as a career, to the great joy
of her mother.

Early in her career, Hthel
Bartlett won the Associated
Board Scholarship. . She studied
chiefly at the Royal Academy
of Music with Fredevick Moore
and Tobias Matthay but later
did some work in Berlin under
Artur Schnabel, Returning to
England, she made a highly
successful debut in London and
toured considerably. She also
specialized in the harpgichord
and chamber music, With John
Barbirolli, who had been a fel-
low student at the Academy,
she gave a series of sonata
recitals for ’cello and piano. It
was at the Academy, too, that
she met Rae Robertson whom
she was to marry and with
whom she was to begin her real
musical career.

Rae Robertson was born in
a small Highland village near
Inverness in the north of Scot-
land, He was the eighth of nine
children, His father was a min-
ister and completely unmusical
but his mother had a pretty
voice and Rae's first musical
memories are of hearing her
sing old Scottish folk songs. Two
of his brothers are now minis-
ters in Aberdeen and Dundee,

From the age of three Rae
began to pick out tunes on the
plano by ear. Rae's elder sis-
ters took piano lessons and were
astonished to find their little
brotier playing all their pieces
withgut being able to read a
noté of music. His first con-
cert appearance was in a duet
with his eldest sister at the
age of four, At five he was al-
lowed to play organ in his fa-
ther's church, three times every
Sunday, an excellent opportunity
to indulge in forbidden Sunday
literature such as adventure
books of Henty and James
Fenimore Cooper,

When he was six, his playing
at a party attracted the atten-
tion of a lady who had been a
pupil at the Leipzig Conserva-
tory, She offered to give him
free tuition, and the offer was
immediately accepted, despite
his father's warning that music
was a ‘precarious” living. Later
he went to Edinburgh University
to prepare for his M. A. degree,

specializing in modern lan-
guages, and while there con-
tinued his piano work with

Philip Halstead,
Bucher Scholarship for music,
and was preparing: to go to
Berlin (under the terms of the
scholarship) to study with Car-
reno when the World War I
broke out, Instead, he came to
London for a few months, and
studied with Tobias Matthay at
the Royal Academy, Then he
threw up his scholarship and
Joined the army as a Tommy.
He served for four years, and
was twice wounded; in the arm,
on the Somme in 1916, and in
the hand, the Ypres salient in
1917. Then he came home to
England to hospital., Here the
authorities discovered his genius
at the piano, and gave him no
alternative but to join the hos-
pital concert party, After that,

After the war he completed
his scholarship at the Academy.

When he first went to the
Academy he had met Ethel Bart-
lett as a fellow student. Some-
thing more than a warm friend-
ship sprang up between them.
While he was in France they
wrote to each other regularly,
Soon after their Academy days
were over they married,

Rae Robertson acc¢epted en-
gagements in cafes and theatres
to keep their home going. Life
was not too casy. Once they
got anengagement together, Rae
playing in a theatre orchestra
while Ethel played incidental
musie from the wings.

Steadily both built up reputa-
tions as solo pianists. Every-
thing was going beautifully ex-
cept that they inevitably saw
less and less of each other, Rae
would be touring in Scotland
while Ethel was in Ireland. In
fact, they only met for their
holidays.

In 1927 they gave their first
Joint recital—an unqualified suc-
cess! Here was a brilliant solu-
tion of their difficultiecs which
they promptly accepted.

They were the first two HEng-
lish artists to play works for
two pianos. They have since
played all over Burope, the
United States, South America,
Mexico, South Africa, Canada
and Cuba, meeting with enthusi-
astic praise everywhere.

Not only have they discovered
a vast and interesting literature
for two pianos, but many com-
posers have written new works
espedally for them.

In the summer of 1946 Bart-
lett and Robertson returned to
England for the first time since
