St. Andrews In 
Preparation For 
Talk By Bishop

In 1947 American churches 
gave more than five million dol­ 
lars in cash, and more than 
fifteen million pounds of miscel­ 
laneous supplies to help the 
hungry, sick, naked peoples of 
war-wrecked countries In Europe 
and Asia. During 1947 the Epis­ 
copal Church raised a million dol­ 
lars In cash and gathered tons 
of supplies, according to the 
Kev. Torben R. Olsen, rector of 
St. Andrews church, Torrance.

In view of needs that increase 
rather than decrease, the Epis­ 
copal church throughout the 
country is trying to secure an­ 
other million dollars for 1948 
most of it in one day, the Rev. 
Mr. Olsen said. launching the 
effos-t, the presiding bishop of 
the church, the Rt. Rev. Henry 
\nox Sherrill, will speak directly 
o congregations gathered in 
.heir parish churches on   Sun­ 
day, Feb. 29. The services that 
norning will begin and continue 
as usual, up to exactly 11:32%' 
i.m., when Bishop Sherrlll's 
voice will be heard In thousands 
of churches from coast to coast, 
through an unprecedented combi 
nation of: network and indcpxm 
dent radio stations, a combina 
:Ion so vast that It will reach 
:he smallest and lemotest mis­ 
sion as well as (he great city
hurch. Literally there is no 

aart of the whole United States 
that will n&t be reached by 
3ishop ShorriH's statement about 
bitter need as he himself hab 
seen it In .Europe, and the parl 
of Christians everywhere In re 
lievlng the needs of fellow 
Christians overseas . . . and the 
bringing of new hppo to people 
who have lost even the sense 
of human dignity.

The Episcopal campaign is be 
flevcd to be t;>e first important 
relief effort of this year by atiy 
church, and it is the only 
church campaign ever to be in 
auguarted with the asfiistancfe 
of such an extraordinary radio 
arrangement.

In Torrance, St. Andrews 
church ift cooperating fully in 
the Episcopal relief campaign 
The R<?v. Mr. Olsen supplied the 
information that the radio equip 
ment has 'been set up and that 
everything will be in order so 
that at the specified Instant, tjhe 
presiding bishop will be hea,rd 
by ft congregation which is ex 
pected to tax the seating capa 
city of the church.
