NOW IN SERVICE
Ultimately to add 204,000 kilo­ 

watts of new generating capac- 
ty to the Edison system, the 

Kedondo Steam Station is now 
In service with the first tv/o 

f four 00,000 kilowatt gener­ 
ating units. Construction work 

the plant is continuing, and 
entire capacity is expected 

to be available by 1950.
Other Increases In supplies of 

power, as well as new trans­ 
mission and distribution facili­ 
ties, mai{c up the Edison Com­ 
pany's $189,000,000 system-wide 
expansion program to increase 
capacities In all phases of op- 
oiatlon.

Gains In generating capacity 
and the recent drought-relieving 
snow and rain in the High Sier­ 
ra have removed the threat of 
a power shortage In Southern 
California. The Edison Compa­ 
ny will be able to talte care of 
its power commitments to other 
companies, its own expected 
load growth and still be In as 
good or even better position to 
meet the electric energy needs 
of Its customers as it was last 
year.

One of the most efficient and 

modern steam stations In t 
world, the Redonclo Station w 
constructed with several unin 
features. Ocean water, used in 
vast quantities for cooling pur 
poses, is pumped to and from 
the station through two sub­ 
marine tunnels extending 1,900 
feet out Into the sea. To pre­ 
vent the accumulation of 
troublesome'marine growth in 
undersea conduits, the direction 
of flow and temperature of tin 
discharge water, which Is ap 
proxlmatcly 20 degrees warmer 
than intake water, Is period 
Ically alternated.
