Former prisoners of war will
be entitled to special benefits
under the terms of a recently
cnacted Federal law, but will
probably have to wait at least
several months more before they
can apply for them, according

to J. G, Caldwell of the Tor-
rance Aren Veterans Service
Center,

The War Claims Act of 1948,
contains a section providing
for food allowances of $1 a
day to be pald to veterans for
the period during which they
were Axis prisoners.

As, yet, however, none of the
three members of the War

Claims Commission established
by the Act has been appointed,
Caldwell pointed out, Since it is
this Commission which must is-
sue Instructions and forms for
applying for the benefits, the
latter must be regarded as exist-
ing only on paper for the time
being. !

The Veterans Service Center
will receive full information
on the claims procedure a8
soon as it is avallable, Cald-
well sald,

In the meantime, he warned
veterans to be suspicious of any
private agency or ‘committee”
that offers, generally for a fee,
‘to handle prisoner of war clﬂlm;
for ex-servicemen.
