Within six weeks 520 new 
homes are to start rising on a 
100-acre site in the southwest 
section of the city, near the 
Torranre-Redondo Beach line.

Approval of Ihe final tract 
map of the proposed develop­ 
ment was expected during last 
night's meeting of the City Plan­ 
ning Commission.

The new two- and three-bed- 
room homes will he located on 
a tract being developed by the 
Bowles and Company of Hol­ 
lywood. The site is bounded by 
Sepulveda boulevard. Seaside 
Ranches, the Truman Brownc 
tract and the western boundary 
of Torrance.

The homes, ranging In prlrc 
from $7.000 to $12,000, will he 
constructed by tin- Howlenheck- 
er and Keltnn Company.

California Water Service Com­ 
pany will provide water to the 
tract. Sanitary sewers are in­ 
cluded in the subdivision plans.

Aluminum Plant 
Plans Hit Snag 
In Washington

Plans of the Harvey Ma- 
chine Company to build a SO- 
milllnn-dollar plant in Monta­ 
na to produce aluminum for 
processing at the Tnrrance 
plant ran Into a snag In Wash­ 
ington, this week. , 
A loan of $46,000,000 had 

been approved hy the govern­ 
ment for the construction of 
the processing plant at Kalispcll, 
Montana but. the loan was with­ 
held while an investigation was 
launched to determine if enough 
electrical power was available 
to operate the plant.

Officials of the local plant said 
that the project would create 
a source of raw material which 
would keep Ihe Torrance ex­ 
trusion plant in steady opera- 

Leo M. Harvey, president, 
said that "shortages and Ihe 
need fur material with which 
to keep our 1100 employees 
at. Torrance gainfully employ­ 
ed offer the principal reason 
for building a plant during 
these times of extremely 
high construction costs. The 
raw material coming into the 
local market will help stabil­ 
ize numerous manufacturing 
concerns In this area "who are 
now suffering from, lack of 
aluminum metal."
