Have Other Names 
Thin, threadlike orRanisma. 

varying from one-fourth to one- 
naif inch In length, pinworms 
nre also known as threadworms 
or seatworms. The eggs of the 
worm enter the hody through 
the mouth and hatch out In the 
stomach and small Intestine he- 
fore moving on to tile' large 
howel. Sometimes, generally In 
the case of children, they en­ 
ter the appendix' and produce 
the symptoms of appendicitis.

The male worm is excreted, 
hut the female migrates to the 

r of the hody and de- 
eggs around the anus. 

Itching and scratching inevitably 
ollow and re-infection occurs as' 
he child puts unclean fingers or 
hjects that he has touched, in­ 

to his mouth.
The tiny eggs also remain in 

dust that is left on window- 
Ills, walls, floors, furniture, or I 
ven doorknobs., Because of thil '< 

[hey are easily transferred to 
the mouth by way of hands or 
ingested with food upon which 

contaminated dust has sot- 
tied. They may also he inhaled 
and, should they, reach the 
mouth, are qulclily mixed with 
saliva and swallowed. Once In, 
the stomach, the gastric cycle 
begins.

.Symptoms Told 
Symptoms of infection are rest- 

less sleep, fret fulness and loss' 
of appetite. Another is itching 
around the. rectum which, he- 
cause of scratching, may result. 
in a skin disorder around, the 
contiguous area.

The most important factor 1m 
control, other than immediate 
treatment of diagnosed cases. Is 
scrupulous cleanliness. Hands 
should be thoroughly washed with 
soap and water before eating or 
handling food, and also aft or 
any visit to the toilet. 'Particu­ 
lar attention should he given to 
fingernails, keeping them short 
and clean at all times.

Clothing and bedding that 
come into direct 'contact with 
the body should be changed fre­ 
quently and boiled every- few 
days for several weeks alter the 
infection is discovered. The same 
rule applies to washcloths and 
towels. Toilet seats should be , 
scrubbed daily wi'lh a strong [ 
disinfectant solution. *
