Industry Backs Schools

4 It js refreshing to note the serious interest o;urrcnt to-
day on the part of manufacturers fn local school systems, No-
where has this been better demonstrated than in Torrance where
last spring local manufacturers spearheaded the campaign that
led to the big bond lssue for development of the local school
system, .

For decades some businessmen and manufacturers opposed
any Increase In school taxes as a matter of policy, Teachers
went along on starvation wages and the bulilding of extra class-
room space usually forced educators to build haphazardly and
cheaply. Bond issues to improve comditions usually met hostile
reception and merchants and facturers were
by thelr outspoken opposition,

But, today the plcture has changed. At the 82nd annual con-
vention of the National Education Assoclation, delegates heard
the president of the Natlonal Manufacturers Assoclation express
concern over the plight of the natlon's schools, He sald business
and Industry are worrled about meager salaries recelved by
teachers and generally Inadequate funds for schools,

'l'h‘o industrial leader asserted 20,000 members of his assbela-
tion wanted better schools and better pay for teachers, The
welfare of the nation, he sald, depends on the future of educa-
tion in this country.

Informed indlviduals generally are convinced that there is
no better investment Americans can make today than in their
sohool systems, Men and women who head up our schools are
charged with great responsibilities and are filling administrative
positions more compléx and more exasperating than some of the
biggest jobs in industry. In most cases their remuneration is
not equal to positlons of parallel imlportanca fn business and
industry.

The responsibllity for having good  school systems still
ve8ts on the local community, the cointy and the state. Further
sarticipation in education by the federal government can lead
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o an unfavorabla situation and is inevitable If r ibility
for schools s not accepted at the local levels,

The Torrance school system hag been -strained by growth
yarely equaled even in this rapldly growing Los Angeles area.
‘The system thus far has met most of the exigencles of a situa-
ion that might have been serious had not local school officlals
nd the Board of Education done some alert planning, Tke

When God
sald to the Israclites, “Though
you make many prayers I will
not listen,” they were surcly
not growing by the prayeis
they had made,

The trouble is that so many
prayers are just variation on
the one theme, “Gimme.” Thoy
are selfish through and through,
and selfishness never fails to
shrink the soul, Then some
people In' praying do all the
talking and never listen to see
if God is saying anything
to them, ‘“They that wait on
the Lord shall renew their
strength,” the prophet says,—
not those who talk loudest and
longest, “Be still and know" 1s
ag true ag it ever
the laws of prayer have not
changed since man and God
first spoke with each other,
The prayer by which we grow
is not just a onc.way thing, a
kind of telephone line on which
we have only a transmitter and
God only & recelver. There is
such a thing as being too nolsy
with our desires and demands.

“In Everything . , , ”

There is another side to this,
We ought never to feel shy
about asking God's help atany
time, Paul says to his friends
at Phillppi, no doubt from his
own experience,” have no anxl-
ety about anything, but in eve-
rything , ., let your requests
be made known to God.” Paul
knew very well that God does
not say “Yes” to all our re.
quests, He was in jail at the
time he wrote these words, Is
it likely he had never prayed
to get out? We do know that
before this time he had pray-
ed to God earnestly to have
a “thorn In the flesh” removed.
We do not know what that
“thorn” was perhaps a pain or
a dlsease that could not be
oured. Perhaps Paul hoped for
Some miracle to cure him. But
God did not send the miracle;
He sent something much bet-
ter. Paul learned that God's
strength 1s made perfect in
weakness, something he would
not have known had he not
been weak, So while we have
every right to offer God our
desires in prayer, we have to
remember that he knows what
is best, and not we oursclves,

“The Throne of Grace”

In conversation, one of the
best simple rules 1s “Remem-
ber to whom you are speak-
ing." This is just as true when
we are talking with God as
when we are talking with
other people, That great phrase
In Hebrews, the “throne of
grace," expresses two vital
truths, One 1s that our pray-
ers are going to a Throne,
God I8 the soverelgn of thie
universe; His throne is Power
itself, There s nothing too
hard for the God of the Throne,
It I8 a throne of judgment
too; and. God knows very well
whether we ought to have our
prayers answered the way we
want them, or not, We have
access through Christ to come
before God with boldness; but
it 18 to a throne we come, and
We must not forget that, We
can never dictate to the throne,
But it s the throne of Grace,
More than mere power sits in
control of all things, The true
God s a God of love and grace
and mercy, “He knoweth our
frame, He remembereth that
we are dust” God is actually
more intavested in our welfare
than we are In our own, God
is more eager to help us than
we are to be helped, Our pray-
ers do not so much change
God's mind and Induce him to
do something for us, as they
release the divine purpose on
