Car Bargains to End
A majority of officials in tho automobile industry are agreed 

that the day of major discounts In the new-car market will prob- 
tbly come to an end by the end of this year They r;xpect retail 

dealers to order only as many T1I55 models as they can sell, and 
not be caught with an over-supply of new cars.

Although the 1955 models will not he introduced until late In 
the year, retailors arp already cutting down on their stocks of now 
cars. The all-time inventory high since the war was reached on May 
1st of this year. At that time there were over 600,000 new cars In 
Inventoi-y.

Recent figures, however, show that this figure Is steadily de­ 
clining. A July 1st estimate was something over 800,000 now cars 
in inventory, and it is generally agreed that, by August 1st, the 
total will he below 500,000 for the first time slnco the end of last 
year.

There Is a difference of opinion whether prices will be cut on 
1965 models, although the recent Increase In the price of steel may 
have hurt chances for price cuts.

There Is no donbt that the buying public has enjoyed the 
plight of retail automobile dealers Immensely In the last ten 
months. It was the first time that dealers had bocomc so over­ 
stocked since World War II, although there was a short period 
prior to the Korean War when new cars could sometimes be had on 
liberal trade-in allowances, or discounts.

If industry officials are correct, tho consumer heyday will 
soon come to an end, and normal conditions may once again pre­ 
vail In the automobile trade.

24 Million Policyholders
Many Americans do not realize the tremendous increase in the 

life Insurance business which has occurred since the end of World 
War II. Recent figures show that life insurance In force climbed 
from $12.2,000,000,000 In 1941 to $304,000,000,000 at the beginning 
of 1954.

Moreover, the number of life Insurance companies has increased 
by more than 300, and somo 24,000,000 new policy-holders have been 
added to company lists.

It Is now estimated that seventy-nine per cent of all families 
in this country own some type of life insurance and that seven per 
cent of those families put ten per cent of their disposable income 
Into Insurance premiums.

Life Insurance seems to be most popular in the State of Dela­ 
ware, where Insurance in force per family averages $9,100. Con­ 
necticut ranks next, with $8.200 and New Jersey third with $8,000.

Mississippi families, meanwhile, have only $2,400 on tho aver­ 
age and Arkansas only $2.700. In addition to the increase in life 
Insurance, group Insurance and all forms of Insurance have in­ 
creased sharply since World War il.

The rise In insurance reflects the rise In prosperity in the 
United States in the last thirteen years, and is a healthy condition 
for both the national economy and the insurance companies earn­ 
ing profits on this business. Tho most encouraging thing is the 
establishment of 300 now Insurance companies, many of them in 
sections where insurance companies were a rarity only a few 
decades ago.
