It Is tragically true that In 
the 37 years of modern Com­ 
munism, since the death of Len­ 
in in 1024 and the rise of Stalin, 
Malenkov & Co., it has grown 
from less fian 100,000 Reds In 
tlje whole world In over 2,500,- 
000 who in turn hold under 
bondage another 800,000,000 
souls. The facts of history prove 
that this growth was accom­ 
plished not only by Communist 
conspiracy and deceit, but by 
Allied disunity, colonialism and 
vacuums created by the West 
due to indifference, complac­ 
ency and the fantastic miscal­ 
culations of our government In 
selling us for years the Idea 
that "you can do business wllh 
atheists."

Communist Growth 
(Jiicstlunnbln

Communism has gained over 
25,000,000 converts in our time. 
This is Indeed formidable on the 
surface. But wo don"t know 
how many of these are real 
Communists and how many 
.lust pay lip service to Com­ 
munism to gain economic and 
other advantages by bowing to 
the will of the Krem»n. The 
fact that a r.iemb,' r of the Com­ 
munist party can buy food and 
clothing at about 40 percent less 
than a non-Communist In Rus­ 
sia, not to mention other eco­ 
nomic and social advantages, 
appears to be quite an Induce­ 
ment for people barely knock­ 
ing out an existence to join any­ 
thing for mere survival. But the 
real significance of this numer­ 
ical growth of Communism 
comes to use In bold relief In 
another more realistic direction. 

Question* Communists 
Don't Answer

1. If Communism Is so good 
for people and really accepted, 
as we are led to believe by their 
propaganda, why have so many 
escaped and dally escape from 
Communism? Hundreds of 
former MVD secret agents, like 
nurlitsky, Rastvorov, Kohklov, 
Petrov on the top level, and lit- 
cT.-illy thousands of others have 
come west since the end of 
World War II in Europe and 
Asia.

2. Why has no nation on 
earth ever voted Communism 
into power freely? If Commun­ 
ism Is really succeeding, why 
don't the Reds allow five eler;. 
tlonu to prove It to the world 
. . . sturllni} with Russia? Why 
Is there only one name (a Com­ 
munity) on the ballot In every 
Communist election anywhere 
In the world?

3. Why wen; UNHRA camps 
that I saw all over the world 
filled wllh displaced persons 
from Communist - dominated 
countries? Since 10-10, millions 
have escaped, or were displaced, 
to become thii wards of the Free 
World. There were no DP's who 
refused to return to free coun­ 
tries.

4. Why are Ihr Red trains I 
saw a down limes in the past 
lour years unloading al L. Wu 
and Macao filled with Chinese 
refugees and eucapces from 
Communist China, uml t h e 
trains returning to Canton urn 
empty. Why huve these nun- 
druds of thousands left homes 
and properly to flee to Hong 
KOIIB away from I In. "Hcd 
Utopia."?

5. Why did 15,000 Chinese 
POW'S refuse to go back to Red 
China at the armistice I cover­ 
ed at Panmunjom, but sought 
refuge in Formosa? Why did 
over 00,000 North Koreans 
choose to remain in South Ko­ 
rea, and only 380 went back? 
Not one POW from South Ko­ 
rea asked to be transferred to 
Communism.

6. Why is the traffic from 
Easl Berlin lo West Berlin 
about 1000 to 1? Why have mil­ 
lions escaped from East Germ­ 
any to the West? The records I 
reviewed in Berlin show thai 
less than 100 West Germans 
went East and those, for the 
most part, had substantial busi­ 
ness investments In East Germ­ 
any which they thought they 
could salvage . . . they thought.

7. Why, during and after the 
Korean war from 1050 to 195-1, 
did I see at the bridge on thu 
Han river In Seoul a constant 
rush of refugees from the Com­ 
munist side of the 38th parallel 
trying to enter the free Rcpub 
lie of Korea, with absolutely 
none trying to go north.

8. Why have I observed t 
steady flow of refugees on foot 
by Danube J.oat, by the Orient 
Express, by bicycle, coming 
from Poland, Hungary, Czech* 
oalovakia, Rumania and other 
Iron Curtain countries to the 
West, with hardly a ripple 
ing In the other direction.

9. Why during Would War II 
was Hitler able to raise 25 divl 
slons of deserting Russiar 
Christian soldiers, who thought 
that Germany had come to 
orate them from Commit 
atheism? It was not until Nazi 
atrocities were exposed that 
these same Russians deserted 
and helped to defeat Germany. 
Why diil so many thousands of 
Russians escape to Finland 
after the Russian attack of 1940 
and died fighting their own 
country? After the Russian 
victory OVIT 500.000 Finns in

Russian annexed territory were 
given the option of retaining 
their homes and businesses and 
becoming Russian citizens, or 
leaving with nothing but the 
clothes on their backs to faco 
hardships as refugees. I was 
talking to one of these In Hel­ 
sinki last year and learned that 
only 314 out of 600,000 stayed 
back.

10. And finally . . . how many 
of Ihese Reds, fuzzy minded 
pinks, and Karl Marx Inlelli- 
gentsia in the United Stales are 
willing lo be given free passage 
to Russia and the way of life 
they try to sell us. One Texas 
multi-millionaire told me, after 
my recent address In San An- 
lono, lhat he has a standing of­ 
fer to pay the expenses of any 
American Communist who docs 
not have the money to go to 
Russia. In three years not one 
Red has called his bluff. And 
then there Is Harry Bridges!
