day.

According to John's Gospel, 
when. Jesus came he found
hat Lazarus had lain.

grave four days, and he said,
'Take ye away the stone . . . 

And Jesus lifted Up his ey«s,
ind saM. Father. I thnnk thee
hat thou hast heard me ... 

And- when he thus had spoken, 
he'Cried with a loud voice! La» 
zanis, come forth. And he that 
was dead came forth, bound 
hand and foot with gravccloth- 
c«;.V .,, Jesus said unto them. 
Lopse .him, -and let him go."
(John 11:39, 41, 43. 44)
