Many Millions of Disease Germs

Although flies are carriers of
disease in many parts of the
world, they are little more than
a publie nuisance in Los An-
geles County.

Intrinsically, the fly in Los
Angeles County is no less dan-
gevous than it ever was, Given
the right kind of filth environ-
ment, it could spread such dis-
eases as dysentery, typhoid fe-
ver, tuberculosis, Infant diarr-
hea, and many others of an
equally serious nature. That it
doesn’t 1s chiefly due to the
fact that sanitation inspections
and County ordinances have
climinated the most lethal of
the disease reservoirs, including
the open privy which is no long-
et permitted to exist in this
area.

The county has its own par-
ticular problems nonetheless.
Contiguous to ‘residential areas
are chicken, hog, and dairy
ranches and where such busi-
ness enterprises exist there are
lies. These can be controlled
y insecticides to some extent,
but the fly is a hardy little
creature and quickly develops
an immunity to whatever sub-
stance is udéd. Ranchers, house-

holders @nd others must there- |

fore rely or. the upremitting
practieé of good basic sanita-
tion if flies are to be kept un-
der control.

It, is incontestible that animal
manure serves as a firstrate
breeding place for flies, but
when refuse is left in yards or
in dirty, loosely-covered gar-
bage cans throughout a commu-
nity these will do nearly as
well. The . common housefly
sometimes  travels as far as
eight miles hunting for just
such a handout, and should
disease germs be present the
fly becomes an excellent ve-
hicle of transmission.

The fly carries somewhere in
the neighborhood of three to
four million germs on its finely-
haired body and legs and, in
addition, leaves some of its

germ-laden intestinal contents
upon whatever it touches. As

these organisms are known to
live as long as 15 days within
the' fly’s hody, it is readily un-
derstandable why .it fs .some-
times unhealthful to have many
of them around.

Hospitality in the form of ma-
nure piles, open garbage cans
or litter, animal wastes, fallen
fruit , or heaps of untreated
garden compost should be de-
nied them.

Everyone suf-
fers, so, whatever the problem
may be, everyone must work té
eliminate it. In fly control the
solution to the nuisance is best
accomplished by keeping the
home and community as clean
as is humanly possible. As a
control measure, $igilant clean-
liness simply cannot be sur-
passed.
