In every section of the coun-
try the situation s critical, and
the shortage is becoming more
acute for the high school age
children than for those of ele
mentary school age. Surely
these conditions are being re-
flected in the rising tide of ju.
venile delinquency,

Here are the strongest of the
world powers, Other nations
look to us for leadership, for
intellectual and financial help,
We must prepare our children
to assume such leadership; to
become enlightened oltizens of
A democracy and of a com:
plex world, How can we edu-
cate them for the responsiblili:
tles that lie ahead If we refuse
to bulld enough classrooms or
provide enough teachers?

In his Los Angeles campaign
speech Oct, 9, 1052, President
Eigenhower said: “In this critl.
cal problem of adequate educa-
tion, we must now undertake
to help needy states build
schools.” 1In the President's
promise lies the arswer to our
classroom shortage,

Many of the 70,000 school dis-
tricts of the country are strain.
ing: thelr resources to the limit
right now, but they still cannot
keep abreast of the problem.
We are falling behind at the
rate of 87,000 classrooms every
year! Help from the Federal
Government is the only way to
give our children the first-class
education that the future wel-

fare of this country demands,

The Federal Government can.
not provide enough funds to
build all the class rooms need-
ed, but Federal ald such as
that provided in bills now be.
fore Congress would stimulate
communities to raise the money
hecessary to match the ald
from. the government,

It will bring about a faster
school bullding program all
over the country, much as the
Hill.Burton Act resulted in an
accelerated building of needed
hospitals, When Federal money
goes into a community to help
construct a building it should
free a certain amount of local
money which School Boards can
use to hire more teachers and
improve other pa rts of the
program,

The fact that 340,000 class
rooms are needed right now te
meet the present shortage
should be reason enough for
the quick passage of schaol
construction legislation,

Even If you are one of the
fortunate parents whose chils
dren go to school in a commun:
ity where the educational facili-
ties are adequate, you cannot
refrain from looking at the na-
tlonal picture and making your
volce heard.

How safe is the future of our
country if only the few are well:
educated?
