Garden Chatter

This is the time of the year
when we should be thinking
about pruning our deciduous
shrubs, trees, berries, grapes,
fruit trees, and roses of all
types.

Why do we prune anyway?
In the case of shrubs and de-
clduous shade trees we prune
mainly to retain or develop a
certain shape. We also like to
keep them in a thriftily grow-
ing eondition and to encourage
their blooming characteristics,

In the case of berries and
grapes, we prune mainly to re.
move excessive growth and
weed that has borne a crop,
To a lesser degree we prune
them fo shape.

1t is of prime importance to
prune deciduous fruit trees
yearly, Pirst of all we prune
them for fruit production and
the method of pruning is largely

nearly through bearing, shoyld
be cut out. Plums bear fruit
in the same manner as apricots
excopt the spurs usually bear.

Because their frulting shoots
lpmduce for 10 to 12 years sweet
therries require less pruning
lhan any other deciduous frujt,
Apples and pears can also pro-
dluce frult each year without an
annual pruning. Apple spurs
often produce for as long as 20
years,
