
Sheriff Reports Increase In Crimes in This County
Crimes reported to the Los 

Angeles County Sheriff's office 
were in the'increase in 1955- 
56, following a nationwide 
trend, according to the annual 
report issued this week by 
Sheriff E. W. Biscailuz.

"The Sheriff's Department 
provides law enforcement In 
3334 square miles of Los An­ 
geles County with » population 
of 1,209,238," said Biscailuz, 
"and during the fiscal year 
ending 1956, there were 173,- 
650 cases reported to our of­ 
fice."

Out of the total of 33,482 
dispositions, 26,388 were prose­ 
cuted, with the remainder be­ 
ing turned over to other law 
enforcement agencies. Of the 
total cases that went to court,

16 per cent were found guilty, 
an Increase of 2.3 per cent and 
:he highest percentage ever at- 
.alned by the Sheriff's Depart­ 
ment.
