A look at the statistics seems
to indicate, that a let-down of
this type has been disastrous
for the Torrance cause in two
of their three losses this sea-
son.

Against Downey, their first
defeat of the year, they had
an eight point third quarter,
while the eventual winners
bucketed 15. In the final pe-
riod, Torrance rallied with 19
points, but Downey hung on to
take the 56-52 decision.

The script was altered slight-
ly against Long Beach Poly,
with the let-up coming in the
second quarter, four for Tor-
rance to 11 for Poly. A second
half rally fell short as the
locals were dropped out of the
title contest in the Long Beach
Tournament by a 45-42 count.

In their most recent defeat
the Tartars ran up a six point
edge against Santa Monica in
the first half, then went into
overdrive with 11 pojnts in the
third and fourth quarters while
Samohi bombed through with
16 tallies in the third and 17
more in the fourth to nab a
54-49 win.

Wins Title
Thomason won the archery
championship Oct. 21 of last
year, at the Oklahoma City
Archery Range, beating out
Hal E. Thomas of Oklahoma
City. Thomason scored 297 out
of a possible 300 points, Thom-
as hit for 202. There were 28
targets of different sizes with
the smallest 8” by 8" and the
largest 4' by 4'. The targets
were placed from 30 to 200
yards from the shooters.

Starting at the age of nine,
Thomason has handled a bow
ever since. An uncle told
Thomason that the youth
would never be able to kill
any game with a bow. Wishing
to show his skill the nephew
bagged a three-point buck.
Since then he has shot game

buck, the latter downed in
1954 near Dallas, Texas.
Oklahoman

Thomason’s home town is
Kiowa, Okla,, which is 17 miles
southeast of McAllister. He
represented the Boy Scouts in
the '55 shooting for the Okla-
homa archery championship;
each archer must represent a
club or organization which will
provide this opportunity for
himself and others.
