The first part 
features: Leeter Young, James

and Willle Smith.
In this first part, you meet 

four of the outstanding tenor 
sax men as well as two lead­ 
ing alto stars. Tunes include: 
Just Me," "Feelln 1 Low," "Ran- 
Just Me," "Fellin' Low," "Ran- 
dall's Island," "King's Riff," 
"The Way You Look Tonight," 
and others.

In the second part of 
"Reeds," the artists are: Paul 
Quinlchette, Coleman Hawk- 
ins, Willie Smith, Lester 
Young and Ben Webster. 1 
doubt if you'll ever collect a 
more imposing assemblage of 
reed virtuosi under one album 
cover.

They play: "Afternoon of a 
Basie-ite," "Sometimes I'm 
Happy," "Rose of Blrdland," 
"Beyond the Blue Horizon," 
"September in the Rain," 
"Pouting," "On the Sunny 
Side of the Street," "Iron Hat" 
and others.

Now we (urn to Volume IV
of the "Giants of Jazz" series. 
This one is titled "Folk Blues," 
and features Josh White and 
Big Bill Broonzy, two artists 
inspired and inspiring.

The American Negro blues 
receive the full treatment in 
this album by these two sing­ 
ers who have their roots in 
the South. Although both draw 
their material from similar 
geographic sources, there is 
an Unmistakable contrast In 
their styles.

Josh White sings: "Strange 
Fruit," "Evil Hearted Man," 
"Southern Exposure," and 
others. Big Bill Broonzy sings: 
"Bill Bailey," "Blue Tail Fly," 
"Back Water .Blues," "Trouble 
in Mind," and others.

To mark your own measure 
of contrast, each sings "John 
Henry."

In Volume Vfl of "Giants of

Jazz," we have Muggsy Spanler 
and Phil Napoleon bringing us 
"Dixieland." In this field, 
Dixieland inspiration is the 
word that separates the men 
from the boys and it's easy 
picking a Dixieland veteran 
from a pseudo-Dixieland re­ 
vivalist.

Muggsy, of course, dates 
back to 1924 when he made 
his disc debut with a group 
called the Bucktown Five. Na­ 
poleon came to fame as leader 
of the original Memphis Five 
in the early 1920's.

Heard are: "Lazy Piano 
Man," "Dixie Flyer," "Sweet 
Gedrgla Brown," "Caution 
Blues," "Alabama Jubilee," 
"That's a Plenty," "Bugle Call 
Rag," and others.
