High-scoring Bill Baron of 
Long Beach State College, the 
former Torrance High School 
and El Camino JC basketball 
star, has been ranked 18th na­ 
tionally in small college scor­ 
ing. The rankings were re­ 
leased last week by the Na­ 
tional Collegeiate Athletic Bu­ 
reau.

Although listed in the 18th 
spot, Baron actually was in the 
ninth position in scoring for 
players who had taken part in 
10 games or more. The record 
listed for the Forty-Niner was 
336 points in 14 games for a 
24.0 average.

At present, In 17 outings, 
the sharp-shooting forward is 
averaging 23.4 with 152 field 
goals and 94 free throws for 
a 398 point total. ",

Baron, who presently re­ 
sides at 2047 Middlebrook in 
Torrance, recently .broke a 
school single season scoring 
record which previously stood
