Quaint Rose Bead Formula

Found in 1911 Newspaper

The aura of the days of rustling silks, dainty laces, and 
delicate floral fragrances was retreated by a..copy of the 
women's page of The Los Angeles Sunday Times dated 
May 7, 1911. The copy, a parting gift of a friend to Mrs.

recipe follows:

Rose Beads 
Run the fresh petals through 

the-food chopper. Spread the 
pulp evenly upon a pan 'ami 
sprinkle 3 grains of copperas 
over the mass. M,ix well and 
put through the chopper 15 
times, using the finest cutter. 
This will make the pulp black

tULDHOOI) MEMORIES ... art recalled by Mrs. Elsa Stone as she makes the old, fash- 
rose petal beads which were so popular in the first of the century. For several years 

Art. Stone has been searching for the formula for these heads and not until recently 
when a friend gave her a copy of a May, 1011, newspaper did she find her recipt. These 
were gifts to mother, made out of wild rote petals, and the old mots rose, long before 
Mother's Day was originated. The formula is reproduced for local artists.

Roll the beads twice as large 
as you would have them when 
dried. Be careful to have them 
of, uniform size. Lay upon a 
broad platter to dry all day. 
Do not let them touch one an 
other. Do this on i fine dry 

I day.
If they are not too hard 

after the first drying, they may 
be rolled three times before 
they are strung. String uppn a 
 copper .wire about the-thick­ 
ness of a hat pin. Do not 
sharpen the end or the beads 
may split. Decorate them to 
suit yourself,and lay again in 
the sun to harden'. When they 
are thoroughly dry, slip from 
the wire; put into a cloth sack 
and rub and shake them gently 
together to, polish Ihem. Mix 
a few drops of rose oil with 
alcohol to "cut" it, and rub it 
into the beads with the hands, 
turning them over between 
the palms until the oil Is ab­ 
sorbed.

When the beads are dried 
through and through, soak 
them In Olive oil for several 
days. Wipe dry and siring. 
They will always retain the 
perfume.

Mrs. Stone related that the 
children made beads by the 
thousands in the spring for 
their mothers. "They were 
given as gifts for right now," 
said Mrs. Stone. "Mother's Day 
as such had not been formally 
recognized at that time."

The "old roses" were used, 
such as the moss roses and the 
wild roses which grew along 
the fences and railroad tracks 
in Illinois, according to Mrs. 
Stone. "We also used the yel­ 
low roses which bloomed on 
Memorial Day."
