Spring May 
Bring Worst 
Fly Menace
Sanitary Inspectors of the' 

/os Angeles County Health 
)ept. are alerting owners of 
loultry ranches, dairies, and 
Ivestock farms to the possibil- 
ty that the spring of 1957 may 
>e one of the worst fly-breed- 
ng seasons experienced in re­ 
cent years because of heavy 
rains followed by warm weath­ 
er. 

Poultry and livestock men 
are being urged 'to step up 
heir spraying operations in 

order to prevent fly-breeding 
on their premises. Inspectors 
are also checking on drainage
irocedures and sanitary opera- 
ions .in general. 

County health officer, Dr. 
Roy 0. Gilbert, said that all 
residents in the County should 
>e aware of the imminent fly 
>roblem and shanld consclen. 
iously apply sanitary controls 

on their own premises. 
Above all, he said, garbage 

cans should be kept clean and 
fly-proof. Pet and poultry own­ 
ers should clean their yards 
and shelters at frequent inter­ 
vals. Grass clippings should be 
juried or spaded into the 
[round or deposited in a fly 
ight metal container until re­ 

moved by a refuse collector.
