to the survey, is about five to 
seven. Although no reason was 
advanced to explain differences 
due to marital status, married 
persons seem to have fewer 
headache's than do those indi­ 
viduals who are single.

The survey also revealed that 
the older you grow, the fewer 
the headaches. Among 20 year 
olds, for example, about 80 per 
cent were suffering from head­ 
aches, but among individuals 
over 60 years fewer than 30 per 
cent were so troubled. 

Many Causes
Headaches are caused by 

many things. Some experts 
place the blame for at least 
25 per cent of them on faulty 
vision.

Constipation was once blam­ 
ed for most headaches, but 
present medical opinion is in- 
clinde to discredit this theory. 
The two occur together so oft­ 
en, many physicians think, be­ 
cause both can be caused by 
fatigue and tension. As for the 
estimated eight million Amer­ 
icans who suffer from mi­ 
graine headaches, they respond 
to medical care in about 90 
per cent of all cases.

Headaches resulting from

sinus Infection following a 
cold are quite common, but 
those caused by chronic sin­ 
usitis are far fewer than was 
formerly supposed. Medical 
care is also fairly successful 
with this type of headache, 
many of which are caused by 
certain allergies.

Danger Signal
The important thing to re­ 

member is that peristant or 
recurring headache can be the 
first warning of something 
physically wrong. The trouble 
may be high blood pressure, 
some form of arthrituis, an al­ 
lergy, emotional tension, or any 
one of a number of conditions 
that can be either eliminated 
or, at the least, alleviated. 
Fortunately only in rare in­ 
stances is headache a sympton 
of |a brain tumor.

Since most chronic head­ 
aches can be cured' through 
the help of a physician, there 
is no longer any reason for 
enduring them or resorting to 
the constant use of pain re­ 
medies. Labels on many con­ 
tainers of such panaceas state 
quite clearly, "See your doctor 
in cases of chronic pain". No 
sounder advice could be given.
