day morning at El Retiro park.
Official estimates placed the
number of Riviera children
gathered to hunt eggs at ap-
proximately 600. )

The crowds started gather-
ing at a little after 9 a.m., des:
pite the announced 10 a.m.
starting time for the hunt. Girl
Scouts aided the Sportsmen in
placing the eggs. The hunt, li-
mited to pre-schoolers and first
through third graders, was di-
vided into three sections. The
pre-school children’s eggs were
hidden rather obviously in the
rotunda. Kindergarten and
first graders' section was south
of the rotunda, and second and
third graders hunted the sec-
tion north of the rotunda.
Hundreds of eggs were pre-
pared by families of the Sports-
men who each cooked and
dyed at least one dozen.

At 9:50 a.m, as hundreds
awaited the start of the romp-
ing festivities, the rain started
drizzling down. Within five
minutes, it had turned into a
cold, driving rain which should

have hampered the pmceed--‘
ings. It didn't. The hunt went |
off like clockwork, with few if
any children dropping out be-
cause of inclement weather.

Six big Easter bunny 'dolls
were offered as prizes to those
finding the six golden eggs.
Sportsmen officials ‘reported
five bunnies were claimed, The
sixth egg may still be at the
park, or some small appetite
may have devoured the sixth
golden egg, mot knowing its
importance. Over 200 other
prizes  were given out by the
Sportsmen. Some went to those
children who found numbered
eggs. The remainder were used
as booby prizes and given to
cﬂﬂdrsn who found no eggs at
all.

Egg Hunt that Sportsmen are
planning tentatively to make
this an annual club affair.

The
Little League is batting .500
instead of the 1.000 they need
to keep the boys all happy
with life. Little League says
it's the parents that need to
help more; let’s go, parents—
volunteer your time to put this
program over.
