With your pruning s h « a r 
cut back plants that are getlin 
seed and prune boysenberrie 
loganberries and raspberric 
removing the canes that hav 
borne fruit and (riming tl 
new vines onto the trellise 
Do your last cutting-back "o 
chrysanthemums . and* slal 
them if you haven't alread 
Shasla daisies can be cut ba 
now too. If you haven't a 
ready lifted up and divitl 
Spring-blooming bulbs.-do 
now. Petunias that are lanl 
can now be cut back a litt 
top, so they will bloom aga 
in' September and' October.

In the fertilizing departme 
chrysanthemums (up to t 
time the buds show colo 
fuchsias and late bloomin 
dahlias will appreciate a fee 
Ing now. Fast growing plan 
should be fertilized too.

Watering will probably 
your most Important gard 
Job. Thoroughly water tree 
shrubs, lawn and flow'eri. 
August is a particularly li 
month In your area a mul 
around the roots of evergre 
shrubs and over the lawn w 
protect roots from the sun a
