Parking lights are not to be 
used as driving lights at any 
time on any public highway, 
was the warning issued yester­ 
day by the California Highway 
Patrol.

The law expressly.prohibits 
the use of parking lights as 
driving lights," declared Patrol 
Commissioner B. R. Caldwell. 
"The only time the use of park­ 
ing lights is legal is when they 
are used as signal lamps in ac­ 
cordance with the vehicle code 
or as regular parking lights.

The use- of parking lights 
when driving at dusk, in fog 
nr in rain tends to create a 
deception in the judgment of 
distance by.the other dr(ver," 
Caldwell continued. 'The use 
of headl'ehts gives a truer pic­ 
ture and aids the other driver 
In determining distance thus 
making for more safety for all.
