Better Health, Better Looks

Many senior citizens must be 

reminded 'of bygone days when 
they listen to the vociferous 
individuals who are presently 
opposing the fluoridation .of 
public water supplies.

Through the years, similar 
opposition groups have de­ 
nounced smallpox vaccination, 
the pasteurization of milk, and 
the chlorination of water sup­ 
plies..

In genera], however, the peo­ 
ple who have a natural bent. 
for opposing anything and 
everything serve a useful civic 
purpose. They create a neccsi- 
sity for discussing the pros 
and cpns of various proposals

community action. But after 
the facts of any such measure* 
are investigated, and all claims 
and benefits confirmed, con­ 
tinued opposition is no longer 
warranted.

not communities would bene­ 
fit from improved dental 
health through fluoridation of 
water supplies. There is no 
longer any scientific doubt 
about .either the safety or effi­ 
ciency of fluoridation.

With total accord, the many 
national, state, and local divi­ 
sions of the medical and den­ 
tal professions have whole­ 
heartedly approved the entire 
idea of fluoridating water sup­ 
plies. These are organizations 
that do not lightly bestow ap­ 
proval.

Youngiter* Benefit? 
Some arguments advanced 

against fluoridation are non- 
medical. For example, it is said 
that since the benefits will 
largely go to youngster*, and 
why should persons who have 
no children be forced to help 
pay the costs of fluoridation? 
This argument loses its force 
when it la known that the an­ 
nual coat is only about 10 cent*

per person, an estimate that 
is based on the experience of 
nearly 1300 communities using 
fluoridated water.

There have also been argu­ 
ments that the operation of the
