Since these deceptive prac-
tices occur in relation to many
other afflictions besides can-
cer, one question that has aris-
en as a result of our initial
hearings is whether new legis-
lation should be confined to
the fraudulent treatment of
cancer alone or framed more
broadly to apply to quackery
in every form.

The chief enforcement offi-
cer of the State Department of
Public Health expressed a per-
sonal preference for the broad-
er legislation, but some physi-
cians who tectified before the
committee felt that cancer
quackery should .be the sub-
ject of special legislation, as
being the most ‘common form
of malpractice.
