jhson, volunteer chairman 

for the Fund campaign in the 
southern region, told his local 
campaign organization this 
week.

"Every three minutes dur­ 
ing 1958 there was a call for 
help at the Los Angeles Red 
Cross chapter, and those calls 
were all answered" was Han- 
son's explanation of the new 
slogan as he cited the 154,000 
pints of blood which were used 
in the 1958 blood program as

an example of the calls for 
help which were answered.

He also pointed out that 
30,000 military families were 
given help by the Red Cross 
in Los Angeles county, and 
that disaster aid had ranged 
from the large and disastrous 
Topanga and Malibu fires to 
the smaller, and equally disas­ 
trous to the individual, one- 
dwellinp- fires in which the 

I Red Cross was also called on 
for help.

"RED CROSS Day, March 
9th, is now but a month away," 
said Hanson as he urged his

workers lo complete the re-j 
cruitment of the volunteers 
who will be essential to a suc­ 
cessful campaign in the Harbor 

: area this year. i
