"Only membership in these 
organizations entitle a broker 
to use the term "realtor" as 
his trademark," he added.

I STANDARDS of the realtors' 
code of ethics are higher than 
those set forth in the state 
licensing laws, and the local 
boards are empowered to see 
that its members live up to the 
provisions of the code. Miller 
explained. Those skirting the 
code's terms face loss of mem­ 
bership, and consequently, 
loss of the right to use the 
term "realtor' 1 in connection 
with their profession.
