Plans for several more
schools to house the burgeon-
ing throng of youngsters are
now in late stages'and the start
of 1959 should see at least
three or four more elementary
schools completed,

of groups also grew rapidly.
YMCA Doubles

The Torrance YMCA nearly

doubled the number of par-
ticipants during the year, ris.
ing from 2850 to 5500. Some
900 sustaining members
helped with the program, as
the YMCA virtually completed
its transition to a father-and-
son type of organization, The
number of clubs ros efrom 48
to 68,
Although clty leaders plead-
ed for a $3,000,000 bond issue
for additional park sites and
improvements, the voters nar-
rowly turned down the pro-
posal,

There was no let-up in the
number of participants in local
recreational activities, with the
Recreation Department serv-
ing 698,000 people last year
compared with 525,000 the
previous year, A total of 62,
927 marched through the turn-
stiles of the Torrance Munici-
pal Plunge (including 2224
learn-to-swimmers), and some
2623 hollered ‘“fore” at the
Sea-Aire pitch- and-putt golf

A total of 393,000 people
participated in activities af
city parks, while 228,000 at-
tended recreation functions on
the playgrounds of Torrance
schools,

A 50 per cent increase in
the number of local hook bor-
.rowers was recorded during
the year, 'as the city ‘made
plans to build a fourth branch
library in the Hollywood Riv-
iera area,

An additional 7253 tovk out
cards during the past year,
bringing the total number of
local borrowers to more than
22,000, Added to the rolls were
4836 adults and 1472 children.

The Torrance Library be-
‘came a regional center on Feb.
15, with Mrs. Dorothy Jamie-
son, long-time Torrance librar-
ian taking over to administer
11 libraries throughout the
area, The stock of books here
increased to 21,597 with the
addition of 2467 titles during
the year. The central library
now has 13,632 volumnes; the
north Torrance branch, 6160;
and the Walteria branch, 1805,

Mail Grows

The letter-writing activities
of Torrance residents increas-
ed about 25 per cent during
the past year, with an average
of about 30,000 letters per day
during the year, reaching, of
course, its peak during the
Christmas season, with about
266,000 pieces of mail a day.

Torrance residents also were
gabby during theé year, with

subscribers in the FAirfax ex-
change, which covers about
one-fourth of the city of Tor-
rance making some 20,450,789
phone calls during the year.
This is an average of about
56,000 calls per day or about
1500 calls per phone per year,

Peak month for calls was
December, with 1,789,200 calls
made, while the low point was
in March, when the figures
dropped to 1,520,148, Best

The polio immunization
seemed to. be effective, with
only six cases of polio report-
ed in the city against 11 the
previous year, Antirabies
shots given to dogs seemed to
be'effectlve, as only one rabid
animal was reported in the

area,

The Torrance Fire Depart-
‘ment. answered 776 alarms
during 1957 (an increase of
only 16), with a ‘total loss of

brought firemen out 157 times,
while 119 homes issued calls
for aid. Fires in homes dropped
