Their prowess has nothing 
to do with batting eyelashes

they do it with a flick 
of the wrist, or a twist of the 
arm.

The four are fast becoming 
adept at the art of judo. Along 
with eight men in the depart­ 
ment, the women are attend­ 
ing private judo classes in 
Inglewood.
