That is Torrance Police
Chief Percy Bennett's view on
what a citizen should do when
confronted by a gunman.

Four citizens of the Los An-
geles Strip were faced with
that problem last week as they
were held captive in their
apartment for 24 hours by two
desperadoes. Mrs, Lola Garrett
and her three children, Tom,
21; Ray, 18; and Mary, 15, re-
mained calm and followed the
instructions of the gunmen,
escapees from the San Luis
Obispo County Jail. They lost
only a day's time and $13,

Acted Correctly

In Chief Bennett's view, they
did just what any citizen
should have done under the
same circumstances. TV he-
roics, in which the threatened
citizen struggles with the gun-
man, seizes his gun, and turns

him over to the police, usually
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have unhappy endings, the
chief said.

“Many of these heroic deaths
are unnecessary,” the chief
opined. “In most cases, the
citizen has nothing to lose but
money, which can be replaced.
Lives can't be replaced. A live

A dead person can't.’
Act “Within Reason”

The citizen who finds him-
self looking down the barrel
of a gun in a hold-ug, burgalry,
or kidnaping is advised gen-
erally to do anything “within
reason” and let the police do
the capturing.

“The gunman has everything
at stake and he's going to try
to safeguard it any way he
can,” Bennett noted. “He's
usually plenty nervous.”

The average citizen can’t tell
whether the gunman really
means busines or is “chicken”
about using his weapon, he
pointed out., The criminal may
be on dope or mentally unbal-

anced, although these factors
may not be readily upparent.
Observe Detalls

What the victim can do is
to get as many details about
the gunman as he can—fea-
tures, clothing, and habits—
and listen closely to any con-
versation—nicknames, clues to
where he's been and where he's
going, or any other personal
data. License numbers, even
if the car is stolen, are always
important, as well as the route
of escape.

A man who has a gun may
be hard to outwit, Bennett de-
clared, urging that do-it-your-
selfers stay home in their
workshops and let the police
solve crimes.

Other dele-
gates had to be encouraged to
support the bills and argu-

ments against the bills had to
be answered, involving dozens
of personal contacts and con-
tinual “button-holing” of dele-
gates. Because of the keen
competition and sharp debat-
ing only 12 of the 58 bills sub-
mitted were signed by the
Youth Governor.

The Torrance bill relating to
crimes against children under
18 was tabled in the Commit-
tee on Crimes and Corrections
and thus “died” in committee,
The bill would have provided
for a very stiff punishment of
violators and was thought by
some to be too harsh. However,
the committee consultant from
the California Youth Authority
said it was an outstanding bill
and should have been passed.
Undismayed by their tem-
porary setback, the delegates
continued to support other
worthy bills.
