His, .> 
father farmed last east of Tor­ 
rance for many years, land 
that is now the site of Harbor 
General Hospital.

Bradford received all of his 
elementary and secondary 
schooling here, graduating ' 
from Torrance High School ' 
with the Class of '35. He con­ 
tinued engineering studies at 
UCLA, Stanford, and the Uni- ' 
versity of California, emerging 
as a licensed mechanical en- , 
gineer. '

Important positions he has 
held as an engineer include 
the post of general superinten- ,    
dent of the old Los Angeles,   
Shipyards, general manager-,-.- 
for West Coast Shipbuilding, 
and port engineer for Hilcone •,,< 
Steamship Co. While with Hil-, .... 
cone, he had charge of opera-  
tions and sailings of the firm's'"" 
58-tanker fleet. >n>

As a consulting engineer for 
Time Oil Co. he set up  ' 
worldwide tanker organization1 "" 
which later became a subsid" - 
iary of that company.

After serving as the chief, / 
mechanical design engineer for V 
Douglas Aircraft at Long 
Beach, Bradford founded Mi' 
own manufacturing firm' " 
in Torrance and has since spe-'"' 
cialized in custom design of ; 
machinery and equipment for 
industrial and aircraft manu­ 
facturing firms.

Bradford is a member of" 
Torrance Masonic Lodge ,447,   
Redondo Royal Arch Masoni 
Chapter 101, San Pedro Com- ' 
mandry, and the Al Malaikah 
Temple of the Shrine.

He is a past president of the 
Torrance Optimist Club, and ' 
serves on the board of direc-" k 
tors of the Torrance Chamber"" 
of Commerce. He was chair-, 
man of the city's float commit­ 
tee which directed the cam-1 1 
paign to the city's award-win­ 
ning float in the Tournament 
of Roses last Jan. 1. ^
