The disability must be of at
least six months duration. Be-
fore a worker or veteran can
have his wage record frozen,
he must have worked in Social
Security covered employment
for at least five years out of
the 10 immediately preceding
the beginning date of his dis-
ability, and at least 1'% years
of the employment must be
within the three years imme-
diately before begmning of the
disability,
