In a join I statement issued 

by .1. K. IIuoft, president of 
(Jlondalc Federal Savings and 
Loan Assn. and Dr. .1. I,. Blocli, 
president, of tho First Federal 
Savings and Loan Assn. of San 
J'edro, it was disclosed that the 
Federal Home Loan Hank 
Board has approved (lie mer­ 
ger of these two organizations 
under the name of "(ilcndale 
Federal Savings and Loan 
Assn."

The joint statement continu­ 
ed by saying, '"Phis is the larg­ 
est merger of federal savings 
and loan associations in the 
history of California. San 
Pedro, organized in 1936, and 
Glendale Federal Savings, or­ 
ganized in 1934, now have 
combined assets of more than 
$278 million, making it the 
sixth largest federal savings 
and loan association in the na­ 
tion."

The historical merger is ef­ 
fective immediately and in­ 
creases the number of branch­ 
es to a total of eight, including 
complete savings and loan fa­ 
cilities in the following South­ 
ern California communities: 
San Pcdro, Lomila, Glendale, 
Studio City. Pacific Palisades, 
Montrose, Arcadia and West- 
wood. • « •

THE JOINT statement con­ 
tinued by pointing out that, 
"Combining the resources of 
these two well-established sav­ 
ings and loan institutions will 
provide greate rsavings serv­

for tin; present customers 
of both, as well as a broader 
base of lending for real es­ 
tate development in the entire 
Southern California area."

The San Pedro Hoard, con-, 
sisting of Dr. .1. L. Hloch, Leon 
L. Dwighl. Cecil L. Thomas afld 
11. K. Van Devander, announc-1 
ed that the merger was, "an j 
important forward step, con­ 
sistent with the policy of of­ 
fering the best possible .sav­ 
ings and loan service to the 
pecyjlo of San Pedro and l^o- 
mita and the surrounding 
areas."

Dr. Blocli and Hoefl both 
emphasized the fact that the 
present staff of the San Pedro- 
Lomita offices will remain to 
serve its many customers and 
will continue to participate in 
community affairs.
