City to Seek 
New Aud Site

Torrance sold its 23-year-old Civic Auditorium at the 
corner of El Prado and Cravens Ave. this week for 
$125,000, net.

Agreeing to pay the city that sum over and above the 
escrow and other costs of the transfer was the Security- 
First National Bank of Los An­
geles, represented by its vice 
president, Bevan Johnson.

Appearing before the coun­ 
cil after submitting a written 
bid for the facility in the 
amount of $101,250 in the 
name of the Pacific-Southwest 
Realty Co., Johnson agreed to 
the $125,000 figure after dis­ 
cussing the matter with the 
members of the council.

THE PACIFIC-Southwest bid 
was the only one received in

Record 
School 
Budget

A tentative budget of 
$10,545,000 for the next school 
year was adopted Tuesday 
night by the Torrance Board of 
Education.

Growth and inflation have 
pushed the figures up'$1.3 mil­ 
lion from last year, Assistant 
Superintendent S. E. Waldrip 
told the board. The new record 
budget probably will require 
collection of an additional 10 
cents of the current school 
override tax, the board was 
told. The current budget fig­ 
ures are figured upon the basis 
of the governor's slate school 
aid program and an estimated 
$19 million increase in assess­ 
ed valuation.

The larger budget is due to 
an expected increase of some 
2000 students, a seven per cent 
decrease in state aid, higher 
costs generally, inflation, and 
more schools, Waldrip said.

Possible salary increases for 
teachers and other employes 
will have lo wail until assessed 
valuation and slale aid figures 
are known for certain, officials 
said, as they noted that many 
neighboring districts are rais 
ing salaries this year.

The district will start the 
year with a beginning balance 
of $724,000 up about $180,000 
from last year.

The funds to be received 
from the transaction were im­ 
mediately earmarked for an 
auditorium fund, and City 
Manager George Stevens was 
instructed to negotiate with 
architects to come up with a 
possible plan for an auditorium 
on the civic center. Such plans, 
and the tentative cost sched­ 
ules, will probably be used to 
base a figure for a bond elec­ 
tion later this year, it was in­ 
dicated.

JOHNSON TOLD the coun- 
cilmen that it would probably 
be 120 days before any work 
on the auditorium building 
could be started. In the mean­ 
time, the city will continue to 
use the structure for various 
activities.

"This is going to be a great 
shot in the arm for downtown 
Torrance," Mayor Albert Isen 
beamed after the negotiations 
were completed.

"If an organization lik': 
Security-First Nalional Bank 
has faith in downtown Tor­ 
rance, then 1 think a lot of 
other people should lake the 
hint," he added.

Johnson said the downtown 
location was one of four the 
bank had considered in this 
area.

To Cost $165,000

City Employes to Get 
Per Cent Pay Raise

Pay raises totaling 5 per 
cent across the board for city 
employes was approved by the 
city council here in a special 
session on the budget Monday 
evening, but a suggested cor­ 
rection of distorted salary 
ranges in top echelons of the 
city staff was rejected.

The new pay schedules will 
cost the city about $105,000 
the first year, according to 
Chapman Bone, assistant city 
manager. The new rales will 
bring Torrance into line with 
pievailing wages paid in com­ 
parable cities in the Southland 
in the lower pay ranges. It 
will still leave the upper pay 
brackets short of comparable 
scales, Bone said. 

» * *
USING THE police depart­ 

ment as a guide, he said the 
patrolmen were aboul in line 
wilh current wages, sergeants 
were about 6 per cent low, lieu­ 
tenants 8 per cent low, capt­ 
ains 10 per cunt low, and the 
chief about 12 per cent low.

Some modification of the 
ranges may be accepted by the 
council next week, it was in­ 
dicated.

REJECTING the recommen­ 
dation for full adjustments 
were t h r c c» members of the 
council Mayor Albert Isen, 
Nick Dralo and Victor Ben- 
stead. Voting for the adjust­ 
ment in the tie vote were Rob­ 
ert Jahn, J. A. Beasley, and 
George Bradford. Willys Blount 
was absent.

"The council is really slrug- 
gling wilh Ibis budget," Isen 
commented the next night. 
"We should hear from a lot of 
people on this but so far I 
haven't heard from anyone," 
ho added.

IN OTHER action this week, 
the council adopted a new oil 
code designed to strengthen 
the city's hand in efforts t" 
clean up the oilfield areas; 
and adopted a lengthy business 
license ordinance al its .first 
reading.

A request for extended li­ 
brary hours al the city's var­ 
ious brandies was referred lo 
City Manager Stevcns forstudv 
and report on the costs. Slev 
en.s said an estimate from the 

[county on the additional costs 
were expected soon.

Recommendations regarding 
curtailment of certain phases 
of (he city's bus operations in 
favor of increasing service 
within th« city will be present­ 
ed to the council next week, 
it was repoited by Councilman 
J. A. Beasley, who heads up 
the council's bus committee.

RUMORED during recent 
weeks is the elimination or 
sharp curtailment of the lines 
into Los Angeles and Long 
Beach, although no formal re­ 
port on this has been revealed.

Protests that (ho rumored 
curtailment would create a 
hardship have been received 
by the council from a number 
of persons in Torrance and 
along the Torrance-Log Ange­ 
les line.

* * *
UNDER TERMS of a new

ordinance approved by the 
council, it will, be illegal to 
"own, maintain, or conduct" a 
tatlooing business in Torrance. 

It will also bo unlawful to 
carry on a business in astrol­ 
ogy, palmistry, clairvoyance, 
crystal-gazing, medium ship, 
prophecy, augury divination, 
magic, necromancy, hypnotism, 
fortune telling, phrenology,

life-reading, or cartomancy.

HYPNOTISM may be prac 
ticcd only when done for med 
ical reasons "by or under Ihe 
direclion of a licensed physi­ 
cian."

It will be unlawful also to 
teach any of ihc above busi­ 
nesses or arts, the council 
ruled.

The council has a long stand­ 
ing policy against such arts, 
and is giving its aversion to 
such businesses legal standing, 
it was pointed out by Cily At­ 
torney Stanley Remelmeycr.
