Don't Worry About the Pajaroello
Tick, County Health Officer Says

Considering the scant num-
ber of pajaroello ticks that in-
hibit Los Angeles County, more
publicity has been given to
them than is warranted and,
unfortunately, much of this
publicity consisted of misinfor-
mation,

Largely because of alarming
news reports concerning the
pajaroella and its prevalence
in the Newhall-Saugus area a
few months ago, an intensive
survey of the tick population
has been’ made and has resul-
ted in the finding of less than
a dozen pajaroellos. It there-
fore seems that the apprehen-
sion felt about them is some
what unnecessary.

Although the pajaroello tick
is native to Mexico, it has been
found in the mountainous re-
gions of central California
since the turn of the 20th cen-
tury. About 1941, it was ob-
served in the foothills of the
Newhall area and later around
Malibu and in the Los Angeles
National Forest, This being so,
it is hardly a newcomer to the
area as was reported.

Formerly, the tick was found
only in the litter that accumu-
lated under oak trees. Recen-
tly, however, it has been ob-
served under pines and also
around chaparral plants, which
are low-growing shrubs found
in the foothill areas of Los
Angeles County. A short time
ago, some were seen at alti-
tudes as high as 6000 feet, par-
ticularly in the Big Pines area.
However, these were so few in
number that their presence is
not considered of much signi-
fiance.

Like most ticks, the pajaro-
ello is shaped somewhat like
the sole of a shoe. It may reach
half an inch in length and is
brownish-gray in color with a
bark like, mottled, leathery
back. When engorged, it looks
very much like a bean.

The person or animal on
which the tick feeds is gener-
ally not aware of what is going
on until the tick is replete with
blood and perhaps not even
then, as the tick's saliva ap-
pears to contain an anesthetiz-
ing substance which deadens
all fealing in the immediate
area of the wound. Generally
the tick feeds quickly (5 to 20
minutes) but may stay on the
host as long as 4 hours,

Intense pain and itching
around the bite may be felt
when the tick is engorged and
is ready to fall off or has al-
ready done so. These symp-
toms may be delayed, however,
and may occur any time within
24 hours, Should the host be
allergic to the saliva injected
by the tick, a dark purple ring
or eruption may form around
the wound, Considerable swel-
ling may also occur, When
the allergic response is very
pronounced, a systemic reac-
tion may take place as well.

Scientific experts are of the
opinion that the effects of the
pajaroello’s bite are often
grossly exaggerated since the
tick's saliva is not toxic as is
the venom of the rattlesnake,
with which it was erroneously
compared, Illness or complica-
tions that result from the bite
of the pajaroello occur because
of the allergic reaction to the
saliva, The same thing happens
occasionally in cases of bee
sling,

There is no specific antidote
for the pajaroello tick bite, and

treatment usually consists of
removing as much of the saliva
as possible from the wound.
This is done by employing
suction for about 3 to 5 min-
utes, using either the mouth
or a suction apparatus. Inci-| S
sion of a tick bite is not recom-
mended.

An antiseptic and a sterile
dressing should be appliéd to
the wound to help prevent any
secondary infection or possible
friction that might cause fur-
ther irritation. To scratch the
wound, is to ask for trouble.
If local treatment is ineffec-
tive, medical advice should be
obtained. However, it is em-
phasized that, as a rule, the
condition clears up by itself
in from 4 to 6 weeks,

In cases where the tick is
observed fastened on the body,
it should be removed with care.
The use of heat, hot water, or
vaseline is sometimes effective
in causing it to drop off.

The tick is a slow mover,
and it is usually only when a
person is either resting or
sleeping in the tick's habitat
that it has sufficient time to
fasten itself on the host. Care
should therefore be taken
when going into such tick-in-
fested areas. In adition to high
boots, clothing should be worn
that is snug-fitting around the
ankles wrists and neck. In
other words, access of the tick
to those parts of the body that
cannot be easily observed
should be prevented.

As a further precaution, tick
repellents may be used. These
are usually stocked by phar-
macies or other retail stores.
